Advent Preparations 

The Lord’s Prayer “Our Father” Part 2 of 3 

(Continued from the previous bulletin.) 

“Thy kingdom come.”  The coming of the King-

dom of God began with the Incarnation and will 

be completed at the end of time.  We know that 

the earthly kingdoms are under Satan’s control (1 

John 5:19) and so we pray for the fulfillment of 

His kingdom.  We are praying for the Second 

Coming of Christ and the end of time, the Last 

Judgment.  As faithful followers of God, we 

should have nothing to fear if He comes and 

judges the earth today, and so, we pray that He 

comes now. 

“Thy will be done.”  We pray not for our own 

will (what we want) but rather that God’s will 

(what He wants) is done.  Jesus gives us the exam-

ple of this as He was in agony in the Garden of 

Gethsemane.  In His humanity (Jesus is both 

God and human), He had a natural desire to live 

and not to die on the Cross.  So, He prayed that 

if possible that God the Father would not have 

Him go through with it, but then He submitted 

His human will to the will of God the Father. 

“On earth as it is in heaven.”  On earth God’s will 

is to be carried out, but often times it is done im-

perfectly.  So, we pray that His will be done per-

fectly because that is how it is carried out in heav-

en.  This too is calling for God to reign over earth 

and establish His kingdom.   

“Give us this day our daily bread.”  When Jesus 

taught this to His disciples, they likely thought of 

the Manna in the Desert.  The bread from heav-

en that they received daily.  Their necessary nour-

ishment.  However, the Manna was only a prefig-

urement of the true bread from heaven, Jesus 

Christ in the Most Holy Eucharist (John 6:49-58).  

This spiritual nourishment is necessary for our 

spiritual life.
