The Church in the United States observes this Sunday as Respect
for Life Sunday. The observance emphasizes concern for all
human life, especially that of the unborn, the elderly, persons
with disabilities, the terminally ill, and others whose lives are
most vulnerable.

The readings for this weekend invite us to reflect on the
Sacrament of Marriage, the foundation of human society. One of
the blessings I was privileged with in our parish is to bless and
celebrate the wedding anniversaries of some of our long-married
couples. I always feel it such a powerful testimony in today’s
world and to our younger generation.

As Christians we know that marriage is not merely a contract
between two individuals, but a covenant between a man and
woman united in love by God.
