forest area to work with “Siempre Amigos” (Always Friends) to redo homes, mix more concrete or plant to beautify the 

homes there. Once the service aspect of the trip was completed the group proceeded to the west coast town of Liberia 

where they studied the Spanish language and dove into the culture. Full immersion! Deciding on a trip like this, took time and 

agreement. Having had an equally fulfilling venture the previous summer, Justin and Max agreed to “do it” again, but with a 

different focus. Gaining service hours was significant for them but they also sought to “look for where a need can be met.” As 

Max stated: language immersion and service hours were but a bonus � the experience was “good for your soul.”  Justin indi-

cated the trip “changed me.” Each commented independently with words like: “thankful,” “eye�opening,” and “gratitude.” Both 

confirmed seeing that “people were happiest where nothing was asked for.”

Here we have an opportunity to get to know two high school juniors who have spent the last two summers creating extraordi-

nary memories, an endeavor begun long ago when they attended Sacred Heart Model School where they forged their bond. 

Truly, Justin Durik and Max Stengel provide us a story of their friendship and with “food for thought.” �

As high school students they are required to secure “service hours,” but with their summer plan they also show us they have 

a thirst for knowledge and a drive to build their academic and personal resumes. They each put a lot of time and thought into 

these concepts as they seek out and select summer experiences together.    �

This past summer they selected and participated in the program West Coast Connection. Google it for details and review the 

philosophy, “Each” and “Every,” honoring individual’s “unique personality” and how experiences are “best shared with new 

travel companions, creating memories and friendships that will last a lifetime.” So, what was this all about?�

Max and Justin chose to spend 2 ½ weeks in Costa Rica involved in works of service and full immersion learning. The begin-

ning days of the trip were spent in the capital city, San Jose. Here the team of 25 spent their initial days in the neighborhood 

of “La Carpio,” a densely populated, hillside structured with corrugated housing that constitutes living for the poorest of the 

poor. The work required climbing up and down the hillside with bags of concrete in order to build patios, while others spent 

time painting the hovels or playing with the children. Each day was planned by a team of college or older “counselors,” but 

the days began early and ended in exhaustion. After 4 days they moved north into the more rural and mountainous rain �
