From the Desk of the Pastor: 

 All four Gospels have a lengthy account of the passion and death of Jesus. 

As we go through the three year cycle of Sunday readings, we hear from either Mat-

thew, Mark or Luke on Palm Sunday. Every Good Friday the Passion from the Gos-

pel of John is used. So today the proclamation is from the Gospel of Luke. 

            A devotion in Catholic churches is to pray the Stations of the Cross during 

Lent, based upon the Passion of Christ. We have been doing that on Wednesday 

evenings at St. Edward and St. Richard. The Stations will also be prayed again at 

noon on Good Friday. Another Christian tradition is to meditate on the Seven Last 

Words of Jesus as he dies on the cross. Today we hear these words from Luke’s 

Gospel. “Father, forgive them, they know not what they do.” In following Jesus, for-

giveness must be a way of life for us. As Jesus is dying, he says to the criminal next 

to him, “Amen, I say to you, today you will be with me in Paradise.” By our profes-

sion of faith in Jesus, we too are shown the path to eternal life. Finally, Jesus cried 

out, “Father, into your hands I commend my spirit.” By our baptism we become 

members of the Body of Christ and must remember that God’s love and presence is 

always with us. Take time to read the Gospel Passion accounts this week, paying 

attention to all the details given there and use that as a starting point for prayer. 

            In organizing your activities for this week, Holy Week, please make it a priori-

ty to join us at the sacred liturgies that are celebrated only once in the year. Holy 

Thursday Mass is at St. Richard, the Good Friday Liturgy is at both parishes, the 

night time Easter Vigil Mass is at St. Edward, the Easter Sunrise Mass is at the lake-

front, and the Easter Day Masses are at both parishes. May our communal prayers 

this week bring us closer to God and one another as we make our final spiritual 

preparations for the Easter Season.
