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HEALTHY AT WORSHIP:  HOLY TRINITY PARISH 
Dear Parishioners, 
With joy (and maybe a li!le nervousness) we begin reopening for public liturgy.  A big welcome to you all.  We 
have all missed one another.  In order for everyone to feel comfortable at Mass we are using these temporary 
norms.  Please read carefully as you determine when you are ready to return to the celebra"on of the public lit-
urgy. 

PREPARING FOR MASS 
Bring a mask and hand sani!zer.  Hand Sani"zer and a limited number of masks are available at the entrance 

of the church.   
Temperature check.  Get in the habit of checking your temperature regularly.  Clergy and lay ministers serving 

at Mass must report a normal temperature and no symptoms in order to serve at a public liturgy. 
Use the restroom at home.  Try to avoid using public restrooms as much as possible.  
Please do not a"end Mass if you are not feeling well, if you think you may have been exposed to the virus, if 

you have a persistent cough or sneeze, immunocompromised, elderly, etc.   
The dispensa!on for a"ending Sunday Mass remains in place un"l further no"ce.  Live-streaming liturgies will 

con"nue so that you can connect with your parish. 
ENTERING CHURCH 

Sunday Mass entry to church will be through the Por"co only, beginning 30 minutes prior to weekend Masses.  
Daily Masses entry will be through the Cherrywood side door only (small handicapped parking lot.).  
Maximum allowed– 250 persons, once we reach those numbers the doors will be closed; it will be first come, 

first served.  The Saturday 5:00 p.m. Mass will be live-streamed for those par"cipa"ng from home. 
Orderly entry.  Maintain more than 6 feet distance between families or individuals as you enter.  
Assigned sea!ng – currently every other row with larger families in the back working our way toward the front. 

Pew sec"ons and numbers will be clearly marked.  A sec"on will be available for greater social distancing for 
those unable to wear a mask.  An usher will assist you to your seat.   

PARTICIPATING IN MASS 
Communal responses and singing will be minimized to avoid aerosolized droplets that occur when speaking or 

singing.  Masks should be worn by all who are able to do so. 
The Sign of Peace will be “no touch.” Gestures such as a bow or hand wave will be the norm.   
Communion Distribu!on will be by 4 ministers (priest, deacon, EMC’s).  There will be no procession.  Instead 

the ministers will come to you to distribute the host.  Remain standing in place with mask on.  Sani"ze your 
hands before receiving.  The minister will drop the host into your cupped hands.  If you are not receiving 
cross your arms for a blessing.  Wait un"l the minister has completed your sec"on of the pew before remov-
ing your mask to consume.  Sani"ze your hands a$erward.  The community chalice is suspended. 

EXITING CHURCH 
Remain in your pew.  The usher will indicate when it is "me for your pew to depart.   
Maintain social distancing of at least 6 feet as you exit.  While gree"ng one another is good, please do not 

congregate before or a$er Mass. 
OTHER INSTRUCTIONS 

Public Restrooms should be avoided as much as possible.  Use only if truly needed.  Restrooms must be sani-
"zed a$er each use.  Remember to use the restroom at home before going out into public and try to wait 
un"l you go home to use the restroom. 

Please be pa!ent.  We all have a big learning curve as we re-organize things to minimize risk and learn our 
“new normal.”  Expect further “tweaking” to our instruc"ons as we learn best prac"ces.
