NON-RESIDENT PARTICIPATION FEE

Financial support for the operation and management of
the City of Beaver Dam Community Activities & Services
Department comes from city tax contributions. City
residents pay all program and activity fees as noted.
Non-residents pay an annual participation fee of $25
in addition to all program and activity fees as noted.
This annual fee is pro-rated based on the date of
registration and then $25 is due each January
thereafter.

Participation includes walking and singular or group
activities planned for participants. Public events, tax
preparation and some other activities are exempt from
the participation fee and guest passes are available, as
well as scholarships.

SCHOLARSHIP ASSISTANCE

Financial assistance is available to support participants
who are unable to afford a program or activity. Funding
will not apply to trips, prize funds, card games, bingo or
other games. Assistance will be provided towards

activities, programs, special events and transportation.

Special funds established for scholarships shall be
awarded as guidelines allow. Participants should speak
to the Administrator who will determine the need, level
of support and appropriateness of the request.
