As you may know, Jack Shockley was the victim of a violent murder around 5 am on August 12, 2020. Though Jack is one of our
own, a parish member, a classmate, a co-worker and a friend, he is just one example of the violence that is happening in Indianap-
olis this year. There have been over 200 criminal homicides in Indianapolis in 2020. That is a 43% increase over 2019. In addi-
tion, there have been 480 non fatal shootings this year, which is a 40% increase over last year.

There is a severe shortage in our blood supply, and part of that shortage can be attributed to the record setting violence in our
city. Any amount of violence is too much. Help us mitigate the unwarranted loss of life by insuring that we have the blood supply
to help the victims of this senseless violence.

Dear friends,

This weekend we conclude the Church Year with the Feast of Christ the King. This feast was established by
Pope Pius Xl in 1925 to counteract the growing atheism and secularism that was spreading across Europe
and that would feed Germany’s Nazi Party (National Socialist Workers’ Party) and the newly-formed Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR). Both movements had sought to remove God from the public life of
people and to suppress the activity of the Church.

In establishing the Feast of Christ the King, Pope Pius proclaimed the sovereignty of Christ over all per-
sons, families, nations and the entire universe. The official name of the feast is the Solemnity of our Lord
Jesus Christ, King of the Universe.

The feast takes on special meaning for all of us at Christ the King as it is our patronal feast. When the parish was first established
in 1939, then-Archbishop Joseph Ritter chose to name it Christ the King.

As the Church Year concludes with this great feast, a new Church Year will begin next weekend with the First Sunday of Advent.
Jesus, who ascended into heaven to take his place at the right hand of God, the Father, has promised to return again. At his final
coming, he will hand everything over to his Father and the Kingdom of God will be fully established. We await this return of Christ
our King in joyful hope.

As we celebrate our patronal feast, let us be grateful for our parish and for Christ our King who reigns over our lives, the lives of
our families, our nation, the nations of the world and the entire universe. As in 1925, when the feast was first inaugurated, there
are powerful forces at work in our world today that would remove God from the public life of people. May we not only celebrate
Christ’s sovereignty on this the Feast of Christ our King, but, always and everywhere, live under the sovereignty of the One we
proudly call our King

This Thursday we will celebrate Thanksgiving Day. It is a beautiful opportunity to thank God for the many blessings we enjoy. An
Anticipation Mass will be celebrated on Wednesday evening, November 25, at 6:00 p.m. and a Mass will be celebrated on Thanks-
giving Day, November 26, at 7:15 a.m. The early morning Mass on Thanksgiving will allow time and space for this year’s Drumstick
Dash. The Drumstick Dash supports the important work of Wheeler Mission. Due to the pandemic, there will not be water stations
this year, but, practicing proper social distancing, we can still cheer the runners on as they pass Christ the King.
