experience as they gradually discovered that Jesus was nowhere to 

be found in the caravan?  

 

And no one in the caravan must have known what Jesus’ plan was 

either. Mary and Joseph looked for three days before they finally 

found him.  

 

It makes me wonder if the “three 

days” are symbolic of another three 

day event that would occur later in 

his life. 

 

I always smile when I read Jesus’ 

response to his parents when they 

find him. “Why were you looking for 

me? Did you not know I must be in 

my Father’s house?” There is something in the attitude of that  

response. 

 

Pondering this story helps me see an example of the humanity 

and divinity of Jesus within the Holy Family.
