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A LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear missionary disciples of Jesus Christ,

This past Friday was the Solemnity of 5t. Joseph , spouse of the Blessed
Virgin Mary. Last year on December 8th the Pope proclaimed a Year of
5t. Joseph until December 8th of 2021. In the Apostolic letter entitled
Patris Corde ( with a father's heart) the pope described 5t Joseph as a
beloved and loving father, a working and courageous father who was
obedient to the will of God.

And because of his role at "the crossroads between the Old and New
Testament,” St Joseph "has always been venerated as a father by the
Christian people” (PC,1). In him, “Jesus saw the tender love of Cod," the
one that helps us accept our weakness, because "it is through” and
despite "our fears, our frailties, and our weakness" that most divine
designs are realized. "Only tender love will save us from the snares of
the accuser,” emphasizes the Pontiff, and it is by encountering Cod’s
mercy especially in the Sacrament of Reconciliation that we "experience
His truth and tenderness,” — because "we know that Cod's truth does not
condemn us, but instead welcomes, embraces, sustains and forgives us”
