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GOSPEL REFLECTION

1st Sunday of Lent

As we enter into this Lenten season of penance and self-denial, we're
reminded that the God we follow is no stranger to these things. In this Sunday's
Gospel, we see the temptations of Jesus which have parallels throughout Scripture
and in our own lives. The apostle John warns against temptations to sensual lust,
enticement of the eyes, and a pretentious life (cf. 1 John 2:16). Before Eve plucks the
fruit from the tree, she hears it is good for food, pleasing to the eyes, and desirable
for gaining wisdom (cf. Genesis 3:6). The temptations of Jesus are our own.

"Turn these stones to bread." Here is the lure of bodily comfort, like good
food or sensual lust. It's the simplest of temptations because it's instinctual. We
want good for our bodies! But there may be times these bodily goods don't serve
the higher good for our souls. The leap "from the temple parapet" would entice the
eye of the person watching. A feat like this would prove Jesus' Messianic ability.
His popularity could be a shortcut to the cross. We might not be daredevils, but
we want people to like us and be impressed by us. Do we sacrifice our values along
the way? To "bow and worship" the devil - and so claim power and a pretentious
life - seems like a dramatic temptation. Not everyone may feel enticed by power in
the professional sense, but all of us want control. A volunteer team can feel just as
intense as the boardroom! How often do we prefer to be in control of our lives
(and perhaps even the lives of others), rather than allow God to be God?

When we consider areas of temptation and sin, it's not to feel ashamed.
The temptation in the desert reminds us that we are not alone and that the strength
of Jesus can be our strength, too.

Jesus could have used the power
He had selfishly, to get whatever He wanted - food, land to rule, or even angels to
come running. Instead, Jesus chose to save His power to do what God wanted.

“Listening to Mamaw and Papaw”
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FROM OUR PASTOR’S DESK

Since my return from Vietnam, I have been working on a Power-
Point presentation about the Country of Vietnam. While I was there, I had
the opportunity to do a lot of research about Vietnam. I concelebrated Mass
often in the Vietnamese Catholic Church. I was able to talk to another
Vietnamese priest in English about Catholic life under communism. I stayed
long enough to celebrate the Vietnamese New Year, which is a really a big
celebration since Christmas is not observed as a national Holiday. During
the last 2 weeks of my visit I flew to 3 different areas of Vietnam. I told you
in a previous bulletin that I took about 1,000 pictures. Actually I took over
5,000 pictures on my cellphone. It has taken me awhile to get through all
those pictures. It is so easy to take lots of pictures on cellphones. Picture-
taking has always been a great hobby of mine.

My Vietnam presentation will begin at 6:00 p.m. in the Fellowship Hall
on Sunday evening. This presentation is open to all who are interested in
Vietnam. Bring your friends and relatives. I will be presenting it with several
different themes: Fr. Vic Luong and his family; Fr. Vic’s First Mass celebration,;
a trip to Our Lady of Tapao; the celebration of Tet - Vietnamese New Year; a
Mekong Delta tour; a tour to the town of Dalat; a trip to Hanoi and Halong
Bay; and I will finish with a reflection about the Vietnam War. I think that you
will find it very informative and interesting. If we have a huge crowd, we may
move the presentation into church. Do not worry about how many you might
invite to the presentation. I want people to enjoy the beauty of Vietnam.

Several years ago Pope Emeritus Benedict XVI promoted a year
about the vocations of the Priesthood. The patron saint of parish priests
worldwide is the Cure of Ars of France. The priest’s name is St. Jean
Vianney. His human heart is incorruptible and is enshrined in a reliquary.
I was reading in the recent issue of the Columbia, which is the Knights of
Columbus magazine, that this reliquary of his heart is traveling the USA.
On Tuesday, March 12" of this week, St. Paul Catholic in Tell City will
welcome this reliquary of his heart at 3:00 p.m. (central time) into their
church. There will be a Mass at 5:15 p.m., along with time for veneration
before and after the Mass. The closing blessing will be at 7:30 p.m. You may
want to honor this saint and ask for his intercession in your life’s journey.

Our candidates for Confirmation are about to be confirmed two
weeks from this Sunday. Let us pray for our students that
they will remain strong in the Catholic Faith as they become
intentional disciples of Christ in their lives.

ASK A THEOLOGIAN

What is Fasting so important to
our faith?

Fasting is an integral part
of Catholic spiritual discipline, as
it is in practically all religious
traditions. Fasting helps to detach
ourselves from the good desires of
life that, because they are good,
can lead to a person being con-
trolled by those desires rather
than controlling the desires. Good
desires like food, material goods,
and sex can drive us to inordinate
consumption, attachments or lust,
instead of helping us be attuned to
the needs of others.

Fasting provides a concrete
way of disciplining ourselves so we
are not ruled by our desires and
wants. Each of us is called to be
concerned with his/her relationship
to God, to fellow human beings, as
well as all of creation. Fasting is
meant to attune us to God and to
others. Such discipline enables us
to purify ourselves before God, not
allowing our material needs to get
in the way. Fasting also reminds us
of those who go hungry every day.
This awareness invites us to ques-
tion how much we have, how
much we can do without, and what
we can share with others.
