Q. If war, under certain circumstances, is justifiable, why
doesn't the Catholic Church allow priests to fight like ordinary
soldiers?

A. War is only justifiable only if it is forced upon a peaceful
people. Then, and only then, can a country be justified in de-
fending itself by force of arms. While ordinary citizens are jus-
tified in repelling the aggressors, the Church forbids priests to
engage in an occupation involving bloodshed. Even apart from
war, there are many occupations which are quite lawful in and of
themselves which would be most incongruous for priests. For
example, it is not sinful to be a bartender but it would be most
unbecoming for a priest to engage in such a profession. The
Church forbids priests to engage in many forms of commercial
and industrial activity normal to others. Priests should always
abstain from active violence, regardless of the form it takes. By
his very vocation, a priest stands for the ideals of ‘another
world. He must primarily labor for the eternal and spiritual wel-
fare of people rather than their temporal and material welfare.
That doesn't mean that a priest should ignore the plight of peo-
ple on Earth. It's just that our eternal welfare comes first. A
priest, first and foremost, represents Christ and His kingdom
rather than any earthly kingdom. As a person's earthly life
comes to an end, he/she turns their thoughts to another, higher,
realm—away from their previous earthly concerns. As people
near death, they turn to a priest who has already ceased to be-
long to this world. The priest represents the love and mercy of
God and the peace of Christ—a Master who much preferred to
be crucified for us rather than crucify us. And because of this,
a priest should abstain from active fighting in which ferocity and
hatred are so easily enkindled as opposed to love. In war, even in
a just war, men/women are agents of death rather than life. Let
the priest shed his own blood, if necessary, for Christ and for
souls. But, never let him shed blood. The only enemy the priest
should destroy is sin.
