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Thoughts from Father Juan… 

Peace and Grace to all of you: 

I hope you have enjoyed the wonderful week of nice weather. The Root 

River in Racine is a great spectacle at this time of the year. On Sunday, 

I had the opportunity to take a walk alongside the river and I saw all the 

fishermen trying to catch salmon. There are a fairly good number of 

fishermen who come out to fish the massive amount of salmon swim-

ming upstream. The sight is just a great sign of God’s creation. The 

trees, the river, the salmon and the fishermen make a great image of all 

of us sharing our common home that is God’s creation--each one doing 

our own part in this equilibrium of life that keeps us going. Those walks 

that I take out in nature remind me of the responsibility that I have to-

wards creation. It is good to be reminded that I am part of a bigger reali-

ty than my own; specially these days which seem that we are all living in 

our own bubbles. I hope you find time to be attentive during these days 

to the magnificent beauty of our nature and reflect on your part in the 

bigger reality of God’s plan.  

This Sunday we have the wedding banquet parable (Matt 22, 1-14). I 

know way back early during the pandemic we discussed this parable at 

length in one of our bible studies. The parable narrates a banquet for a 

wedding feast, the banquet is ready, and the guests decide not to come. 

Then, the king sends servants to invite everyone who is on the cross-

roads to come to his banquet. He is not cancelling the feast. The feast 

must go on--with a new set of guests—but the feast continues. The peo-

ple come and join the great banquet. Then, the dramatic turn in the par-

ty: the man without the garment for the party. The king discovers him 

and questions his lack of garment. To the king’s surprise, there is no 

answer on the guest’s part and he is thrown out.   

Matthew reminds us that to live in the kingdom and be part of the king-

dom just showing up is not enough. There needs to be a desire to be 

engaged with the reality that is happening. It seems that the festive mo-

tive does not go against the call for seriousness and commitment in 

one’s life. Actually, it is the condition to enter in the feast and be able to 

be joyful. The man without the garment for the feast reminds all of us 

that we cannot take anything for granted in life. He thought that since he 

was invited that was enough. He just showed up and nothing else. Tak-

ing life for granted leads us to lose out on the opportunities offered by 

God to all of us. Let us review our lives, and if we have taken anything or 

anyone for granted let us amend that by recognizing that person or thing 

in our lives and show gratitude.
