Christ is Risen! Alleluia!  (He is Risen, Indeed! Alleluia!)  
Happy Easter, or as my Grandma Pica would say: Buona Pasqua!, to each of you and I hope that today and throughout this Easter Season 

you experience anew the Love of God the Father for you!  First, thank you to all who helped with the Paschal Triduum, the Sacristans, 

the Servers, and to you that came and prayed throughout the Triduum in the Church- in the Garden on Thursday evening, Friday for the 

Stations, those praying before the Crucifix, and those who joined for Morning Prayer.  Also, congratulations to Emma Neuhalfen on  

being fully initiated into the Catholic Faith and Ryder Miller on being Baptized and receiving your First Holy Communion!  Oh what an 

exciting time for you both!   

As we enter into the Easter Season- may we be reminded of the Good News of the Gospel (the following is from Making Missionary 

Disciples by Curtis Martin, pp.46-48): 

The good news: You were created to be amazing! As St. 

Catherine of Siena put it, “If you are what you were 

meant to be, you would set the world on fire.”   

The bad news: You are not who you were meant to 

be. Sin has wounded you and separated you from 

God.  Our problem is actually one far worse than we 

might have imagined… When we fell: 

The fall was universal:  “All have sinned and fall 

short of the glory of God.” (Romans 3:23) 

The fall was severe: “For the wages of sin is 

death.” (Romans 6:23) 

The fall created a chasm so great that no human 

could bridge it even with the best efforts. 

Though St. Catherine of Siena, we are reminded 

that: …the road was broken by the sin and 

disobedience of Adam, in such a way that no 

one could arrive at Eternal Life.” (From the 

Dialogue of St. Catherine of Siena) 

The even better news: While we were unable to save 

ourselves, “God so loved the world that He gave 

His only Son, that whoever believes in Him should 

not perish but have eternal life.” (John 3:16)  

Turning to St. Catherine, Pope Benedict XVI  

explained that “...she describes Christ, with an  

unusual image, as a bridge flung between Heaven 

and earth.” (General Audience, 24 November 2010). 

The life, death, and resurrection of Jesus is God’s 

only remedy for our sin (cf. Acts 4:12).   

Jesus lived, died, and rose from the dead for you so that 

you can become who you were meant to 

be.  [Seeing] what Jesus went through for each of 

us, two fundamental truths come to light: 

 One: If that is what it took to save us, we must 

have been in pretty bad shape. 

  Two: If that is what it took to save us, Jesus must think we are worth the effort! 

Come Holy Spirit, help each of us to receive anew these truths! Come Holy Spirit and renew our minds and our hearts with these truths 

and help each of us to live in the freedom of the Father’s Love.
