Make a New Year’s resolution that will truly 

transform every area of your life.�  We are 

inviting every parish family to make a 

commitment to one hour of Eucharistic 

Adoration per week.�  Prayer and adoration of 

Jesus Christ, as He is truly present before us in 

the Blessed Sacrament, is available on 

Wednesday  and Thursday  every week at 

Queen of the Holy Rosary Memorial Shrine.� �

�

The night that Jesus gave his Apostles the 

Eucharist for the *irst time, he asked them: 

“Could you not stay awake with me even for an 

hour!  Watch and pray!”  Jesus invites us to pray 

with him, and there is no better place to do this 

than in the presence of the Sacrament of his 

Love.  An hour of prayer spent before the Lord 

in the Eucharist is called a Holy Hour because it 

is spent with Christ, the One who alone is holy.�

�

When we commit to a Holy Hour, we make a 

weekly appointment with the King of Heaven.  

Imagine what it would look like in your 

calendar to see in and among the doctor’s 

appointment, the volleyball game, the oil 

change an appointment with God!  �

�

An hour is a short amount of time to spend on a 

shopping trip or at the movies.  Yet, it might 

seem like a lot of time to spend in prayer.  We 

might be intimidated by that amount of silent 

time before the Lord wondering, “What am I 

supposed to do?”  Fortunately, the answer 

couldn’t be simpler! �

�

We don’t have to do anything.  This is about a 

relationship; it is about being, not doing.  We 

simply need to be present, be faithful, and be 

open to the Lord � for it is Jesus himself who 

will teach us how to pray.  The hour can be 

spent silently as the Lord softens, calms, and 

heals our hearts with his presence.�

�

Other times, we might *ind ourselves drawn to 

holy reading in Sacred Scriptures or other 

spiritual books.  We might meditate using other 

devotional prayers such as the Rosary, the 

Stations of the Cross, the Chaplet of Divine 

Mercy.  Maybe our prayer is written in a 

prayer journal or spoken from our hearts.  

In the vestibule of Holy Rosary Shrine, 

you will *ind a growing collection of 

books and resources that you can use 

during your hour.  Ask the Holy 

Spirit to guide you.�

�

Sometimes it’s hard to make time 

for the most important things.  

Greatness doesn’t usually come 

easy.  Committing to a Holy Hour 

frees us from temptation not to pray 

when we are weak.  It helps us 

develop the habit or virtue of prayer.  

With that said, sometimes we won’t 

always be able to make our scheduled 

hour.  That’s okay.  Maybe we can pick an 

hour with a friend who can help us out when 

we need to be away.  At the parish, we try to 

make sure each hour is shared by a number of 

people so there is always someone before the 

Lord during the period of adoration.�

�

Archbishop Fulton Sheen made a Holy Hour 

before the Blessed Sacrament each day of his 

priesthood.  When asked why, he responded: 

“We become like that which we gaze upon.  

Looking into a sunset, the face takes on a golden 

glow.  Looking at the Eucharistic Lord for an 

hour transforms the heart.”  �

�

Midweek Eucharistic Adoration is available at 

Holy Rosary shrine on Wednesday and 

Thursday.  Everyone is welcome to come pray 

during those times, but please consider 

becoming an of*icial adorer for an hour.
