Justice Corner 
 
Trust in God’s Providence 
 
Today’s scriptures speak of the abundance of God’s gifts. 
More than half the world’s population lives on less than $2/
day while people in developed countries live in 
comparative abundance. There is enough food in the world 
for every human being to eat 2,000 calories/day. However, 
unjust distribution systems leave billions of people hungry. 
At times we may question our true “wealth”. Even in the 
leanest of times, most of us escape the horror of watching 
our children go to bed hungry or die from treatable 
diseases. Public benefits like unemployment compensation 
provide some relief. Our Lord reminds us not to worry 
about material things. Instead of stockpiling possessions 
God asks us to trust in Divine providence. 
When schools close for summer, poor children lose access 
to subsidized meals. Budgets are strained further as parents 
have to pay for additional childcare. Food pantries struggle 
to meet increased needs because many donors go on 
vacation. 
You can help struggling families by making a gift to the St. 
Vincent de Paul Society here at St. Luke. 

In today’s Gospel we see how Jesus, on his 
way to Jerusalem, sent “messengers on ahead 
of Him.”  To be the messengers of God, we 
must know well what it is God wants to say 
and do through us, as God sends us out to 
bring divine love to others. 
In the month of June, you were the “messengers of 
God” in bringing hope to those in need.  Your gifts 
enabled the Society of St. Vincent de Paul to assist 11 
parish families with food, special needs, gas, rent, 
medical bills as well as 458 lunches in the park.

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Dear People of St. Luke and Guests - the Body of Christ, 
 “We are the body of Christ, broken and poured out,  
    promise of life from death, we are the body of Christ.”

 With these words on our lips we came forward as the ‘Body of Christ’ to be nourished in Eucharist in last Sunday’s 
Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ.  On First Communion Sunday when we welcomed 5 young people to Christ’s 
Table of Love we reflected on our Celebration of Eucharist and in a special way what it means for us ‘to become the ‘Holy 
Communion’ in Christ.’  I recall saying that Eucharistic Communion ‘stretches us as it unites us.’  In our ‘Amen’ upon 
being presented with the Body and Blood of Christ we are professing our belief in Christ’s Sacramental Presence; Christ 
really present in us ‘the Body of Christ;’ and voicing our commitment to make room for everyone at the Lord’s Table of 
Love; and in so doing, bring God’s justice to our world. We continue our Eucharistic formation from last Sunday. 
 In our Celebrating Eucharist, as the Body of Christ, we give thanks and praise to God for all gifts given us especially 
the Christ who gave his very life as he taught us how to live and love.  Eucharist is a celebration of ‘God’s Justice’ - God’s 
equal love and dignity meant for all.  Making God’s Justice a reality in our world is how we live Eucharist - be Eucharist, as 
we go forth.  Fr. Rolheiser spoke to ‘Eucharist as Justice’ in last Sunday’s bulletin article. 
The Celebration of Eucharist and the ‘act of communing’ joins us as Christians to the Body of Christ and to one another as 
Church.  At the Mass of the Lord’s Supper we celebrated in a special way who we are as Eucharist–the Body of Christ–‘the 
eyes, hands, feet of Christ’ - disciples called to be one body–footwashers–people of service.  Mr. Gabe Huck a gifted, holy 
and far sighted writer and teacher from Chicago speaks of ‘us–the gathered Body of Christ–becoming ‘the holy communion.’  
Most often we think of Communion or Holy Communion as our sharing the Eucharistic Presence of the Risen Christ in the 
consecrated bread and wine.  This meal shared certainly is Holy Communion. But honestly, have we ever thought of us–
each other gathered here–as a Holy Communion in Christ?  St. John’s Gospel from the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy 
Thursday teaches: as Eucharist–a holy communion–we go forth to be of SERVICE as we ‘live into our Baptism.’ 
 Living the Christian life is not easy. Our growth in the Christian life needs the nourishment of Eucharistic 
Communion, the bread for our pilgrimage as we ‘live into our Baptism.’ So, each Sunday, we return to the Eucharistic table, 
bringing all our efforts of the previous week, the good and the bad, the successes and the failures, the joys and the sorrows. We 
gather with our brothers and sisters in the Lord and, together with our priest, we join these efforts to the perfect sacrifice of 
Christ, asking that God will receive what we offer in humble thanksgiving. From Eucharist, as Eucharist, a Holy Communion 
we go forth to reveal, through our Eucharistic lives, the love, mercy and justice of our God in Christ. As the late Bishop Ken 
Untener taught: “Jesus gave us Eucharist so that He could act upon us, affect us, change us and then act through us.” 
With Eucharist as ‘the source and summit of Christian life’ it is good to review the actual way we partake as we share the 
‘One Bread and One Cup.’ The essentials of reverent sharing in Communion are given below.  
 The General Instruction of the Roman Missal asks each Conference of Bishops to determine the posture to be used 
for the reception of Communion. In the United States, the body of Bishops determined that Communion should be received 
standing.  
 Those who receive Communion may receive either in the hand or on the tongue, and the decision should be that of 
the individual receiving, not of the person distributing Communion. If Communion is received in the hand, the hands should 
first of all be clean, ungloved and unencumbered by sleeves. If one is right handed the left hand should rest upon 
the right. The host (Bread) will then be laid in the palm of the left hand and then taken by the right hand to the 
mouth. If one is left-handed this is reversed. It is not appropriate to reach out with the fingers and take the host 
from the person distributing. An exception might be when the communicant needs to hold on to a walker or cane 
to keep from falling. Preference in receiving gives way to the safety of the Communicant. The person distributing 
Communion makes eye contact and says audibly to each person approaching, "The Body of Christ/The Blood of 
Christ." This formula should not be altered, as it is a proclamation which calls for  a response of faith on 
the part of the one who receives. The communicant should respond audibly, "Amen,"  (not Thank You) indicating by that 
response his or her belief that this small wafer of bread, the wine in the cup are the Body and Blood of Christ the Lord; and 
we are all One Body in Christ. It should be noted that it is not recommended for a person to dip the host he or she has 
received into the chalice. The cup is not an “extra;” we don’t just walk past it. If for some reason the communicant is not 
able or willing to drink from the cup they should still take or touch the cup and say “Amen.”  The bow recommended by the 
US Bishops is to be that of the head while the person in front is receiving; not a profound (from the waist bow) or 
genuflection.  
 If you are gluten intolerant please approach the presiding priest and ask for a gluten-free host. He will present the 
open ‘pyx.’ The communicant takes a host to avoid any contamination.  
 If you wish to bring Communion to someone and do not already have a ‘pyx’ (special small container) please ask an 
usher or stop in the Vesting Sacristy prior to Mass; a ‘pyx’ will be provided you; present it open to the Communion  
Minister and specify number of hosts needed. Please return it when no longer needed. 
 What a privilege for us to gather as Eucharist, the Body of Christ; join our lives to Christ in Thanksgiving; be 
nourished and go forth to be of service as a Holy Communion in Christ.             Fr. Augustine
