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“Goliath Must Fall” 
We have all heard the story 

of David and Goliath. Perhaps 
just hearing the title of the story 
takes you back to the days of 
your childhood and being read 
the story at a young age. Maybe 
you remember seeing it dis-
played on a felt board. The story 
has had great impact on our cul-
ture. You may have heard it used 
as an analogy in sports, business, 
or even politics. Maybe you’re 
like me and when you hear those 
words, you are quick to run to 
the Bible and reread the classic 
encounter found in 1 Samuel 17. 
The story of David and Goliath 
is one that has stood the test of 
time.

boundaries of time and culture. 
Something extra that we were 
designed to have in our lives: a 
powerful realization of some-
thing inside us, someone inside 
us, that can transform our ordi-
nary battles to extraordinary vic-
tories.  

This is the basis and the 
background for Louie Giglio’s 
new book, Goliath Must Fall. It 
has been tuned into a Bible 
Study and is the theme of the 
19th annual Men’s Retreat com-
ing up March 1-3 at the Holiday 
Inn in Manitowoc.  

We all have giants in our 
lives. We all have giants that 
keep us from enjoying life and 
enjoying our life with God. They 
stand in our way, they harass us, 
they taunt us. We will do just 
about anything, and perhaps we 
have tried just about everything 
we can to topple this giant. No 
matter what we do, no matter 
how many stones we have hurled 
at it, there it stands in our way, 
refusing to be tumbled.  

Just as each of us is different, 
so are the giants that stand in our 
lives. They have different 
names. For some the giant is
