Please remember that your meal may not always be delivered at the 
same time every day. In addition to adding and removing individuals 
from a  delivery route, our drivers will have to deal with snowy or icy 
road conditions which will slow them down. It is important to us that 

you receive your meal, but also that our drivers remain safe.                      
When the road conditions are questionable, drivers will use their best                     

judgement. This also applies to your driveway and sidewalk, if they are 
not plowed or shoveled our driver may not be able to deliver the meal 

to your home. We can provide you with a list of snow removal               
companies to hire, if you ask. 

 
Wisconsin winters are unpredictable! It is important to keep at least a  
2-3 day supply of non-perishable food on hand to use in the event of a

   The Nutrition Program under the Aging and Disability Resource Center, along with            
incredible support from the community, has provided Blizzard Boxes to our Home              
Delivered Meal Participants. These provide nutrition on days when road conditions do 
not allow our volunteers to deliver food. With many homebound, the delivered meal is 
their only meal of the day, so missing even one day has a huge impact on them, making 
the Blizzard Boxes even more important. 

We are asking for your assistance again this year for putting together 5-10 of 
them within your organization.  A Blizzard item is put in a large shoe box each box can 
have different items in it.  Our goal, with your help, is to provide a Blizzard Box to each 
of our home delivered meal recipients by the start of the winter weather season. 
 

Suggestions for contents are as follows: 

  
·   Individual boxes of raisins, peanut butter or cheese crackers. 
·   Canned tuna, chicken, sardines, salmon, low sodium canned ham. 
·   Canned or dried beans, rice (individual portions), low sodium ravioli, macaroni 
& cheese, water or packed fruits, sugar free jelly, puddings and jello. 
·   Low sodium soups or vegetables, individually wrapped low sodium crackers. 

·   Tea bags, hot chocolate, bottled water, powdered milk or individual                             
containers of juice.
