Voters already registered in the Village of West Mil-
waukee are also encouraged to contact the Village Clerk’s office if your name has changed or you
have moved within West Milwaukee since you last voted in West Milwaukee. Check your current reg-
istration by contacting the Clerk’s Office or online at myvote.wi.gov

Application for Absentee Ballot: Following submittal to the Clerk's office of a completed Application for an
Absentee Ballot, registered voters can receive a ballot in the mail or can vote in person at the Village Clerk's
office. (Absentee voting in the Village Clerk's office is restricted to the 2 weeks before an Election and ends at
the close of business the Friday before an Election.)

Register to Vote: You can register to vote in the Clerk’s office up through the Friday before the
Election or at the polls on the day of the election. When at all possible, please register to
vote before the election, if you are not registered already. This will shorten the wait time on
the day of the election.

You can register in the Clerk’s office through the Friday before the Election.

Yard Waste: Yard Waste will be picked up on the 1% and 3™ Monday of each month starting in April and
continuing through the month of November. Yard waste includes grass clippings, leaves, garden debris and brush/branches
LESS than six (6) inches in diameter.

YARD WASTE PLACED IN PLASTIC BAGS WILL NOT BE PICKED UP!!

Grass clippings, leaves and garden debris must be containerized. Paper bags and cardboard boxes are treated as containers
and will be left at curbside. Yard waste placed in garbage cans of not more than 32 gallons will be picked up. Please label
the containers “YARD WASTE”. Brush and branches must be bundled or containerized and conform to a maximum of 4
feet. Residents who have alley garbage pick-up must have the yard waste by their garbage cans. Residents who have
carry-out garbage must have the yard waste in front of their home between the curb and sidewalk. The Village of West
Milwaukee encourages all home owners to leave grass clippings on their lawn. It requires little attention to improve the

quality and looks of your yard.

Sharps: HOUSEHOLD MEDICAL SHARPS (MEDICAL NEEDLES, SYRINGES AND LANCETS). ltis illegal for medical
needles, syringes and lancets (all known as “sharps”) to be thrown away with the regular garbage or in with
EEZ3| recyclables. Please contact the DPW for more information on how to dispose of this material.

Electronics: As of September 1, 2010, it is illegal for anyone in Wisconsin to put consumer electronics such as TV's, comput-
ers and printers in the trash. Contact the DPW for electronic recycling options OR go to: dnr.wi.gov/ecyclewisconsin

Free woodchips can be found at the Public Works Building.

SPECIAL PICK-UP: Free special pick-ups are on the 2" Monday of each month. Please call the DPW
to schedule the SPECIAL PICK-UP. No items are to be set out for collection more than 24 hours in
advance of the scheduled pick-up day. The Village will not accept tires, batteries, construction debris,
electric devices or household hazardous waste.
