Scripture: Proverbs 31:10-13, 19-20, 30-31; Psalm 128:1-5; 1 Thessalonians 5:1-6;
Matthew 25:14-30

It is a relief to have come to the formal end of the election season, though the fact that we have
such a process, with all its flaws, is something for which we should be grateful. It is now time to
pray for all the candidates — winners and losers. We should pray that the winners fill their
offices with grace and integrity and pray that the losers will learn from their experience and
find other ways of using their talents for the common good.

Our readings this week focus on action. Last week’s readings hinted at the need to be practical,
but this week’s readings are explicit. Our first reading describes the “worthy wife”, though
today that would also include the “worthy house-husband”. The text we hear skips over other
verses outlining a good number of other tasks which our version of “Wonder Woman” performs
with grace and good will. In any case, listening to even a partial inventory of her valuable
qualities is exhausting. But what is most noticeable — and most important - is that she does all
these tasks and fills all these roles with love, and with concern for others outside of her
household. That is what makes her most valuable of all. She is clearly one who is “alert and
sober” awaiting the “day of the Lord” as Paul calls it. She is a child of the light.

The Gospel tells the familiar tale of the talents given to the servants of a stern master going on
a journey. We don’t know exactly how much a “talent” was in Biblical times, but scholars agree
it was a large sum of money. The Master entrusts his funds to his servants after considering
their abilities — he knows their skills. Two of the servants take what they are given and conduct
their master’s business in his absence, successfully as it turns out. Each has doubled his money
when the master returns. The third, confessing his fear of the master, returns only the sum he
received, having carefully preserved it — buried in the ground. The master is angry — what a
surprise! — because the third servant did nothing but look for a risk-free way to get rid of his
burden. The master expected at least minimal effort — he could have put the money in the bank
to earn interest. Interestingly, the third servant seems to have thought safety was the master’s
first concern. It certainly was the servant’s. But the master’s response says otherwise. The
master expected him to take some risks. It almost sounds as though the master would have
been happier if he had invested badly, than not invested at all. In other words, do something!

The Master represents God, the source of all our gifts, including the gift of the Spirit to
encourage and guide us. The talents are all the gifts that we have — each one of us a unique
bundle of skills, attitudes, aptitudes, interests and circumstances. God has a plan for each of us,
and those gifts, talents, have a role to play in our own growth and in the development of God’s
world. The Lord has returned to heaven, leaving his Church as our guide on earth. We are
supposed to use our gifts to go about the Lord’s business until he returns, when we too will be
asked to account for our use of them. Let us all try to be our own version of a “worthy wife” — or
house-husband.
