From Fr. Ron

Today’s Gospel, is beautifully illustrated in Franco Zeffi-
relli’s classic film Jesus of Nazareth. The actor who plays
the blind man is very convincing. No Hollywood-perfect
teeth, unkempt, rather scruffy and not on the guest list
to any dinner parties of the rich. His encounter with Je-
sus is life changing. By contrast, the Pharisees present themselves as hos-
tile and in darkness. Jesus reacts strongly to their ignorance of the truth.
One striking aspect of the encounter is the blind man’s lack of fear in an-
swering the Pharisee’s questions.

The blind man saw Jesus and accepted him as the Messiah, the Light of
the world, giving us all an example of receiving God with joy and enthusi-
asm.

We can imagine ourselves in the person of the blind man. Placing our-
selves in the Gospel, we can recognize our own resistance to the truth at
times as well as our profession of faith when our hearts are drawn to con-
version. The deeper our relationship grows with Jesus, the more we can
let go of those things in us that block the light.

When Jesus opens our eyes, we see him in all things, in our neighbor, in
