Dear Parishioners, 
 
 We welcome Bishop Thomas John Paprocki to Holy 
Angels Parish this weekend.  Twenty of our young people 
are being confirmed at the 4:30 PM Mass on Saturday.  
They range in age from third grade to eighth grade.  Some 
may wonder, “Why so young?”  The gift of the Holy Spirit in 
Confirmation completes the grace of baptism.  With all the 
difficulties and evil our children are facing at an ever 
younger age in our society, it is important that they receive 
the grace of the sacrament at an ever younger age.  We 
are excited to share the strength of the Holy Spirit with the 
children on their journey to holiness through a sinful world.  
“Delaying their full initiation into the Church until adoles-
cence serves to deprive them of the grace they need at a 
crucial time in their lives.  Young people need the grace of 
the Holy Spirit at an early age to help them resist tempta-
tions and lead holy and virtuous lives as followers of Jesus 
Christ.”  (letter from Bp. Paprocki, March 18, 2018).  The 
fourth diocesan synod of the Diocese of Springfield in Illinois 
addresses the life-long catechetical formation needed to 
prepare people to be disciples of our Lord and stewards of 
his creation.  By decree of the synod, the proper sequence 
and age for receiving the sacraments of initiation has been 
restored.  From now on confirmation will be received in third 
grade, followed at the same Mass by first communion.  In 
this way the proper order (baptism, confirmation, and final-
ly Eucharist) will be restored.  “But we have always done it 
THIS way!”  No, we have not.  The history of the church 
spans 20 centuries, and we have only been doing this way 
for about one hundred years.  In 1910 Pope St. Pius X low-
ered the age for first communion, which had been after con-
firmation for 19 centuries.  Now, once again, the reception 
of Eucharist is the culmination of Christian initiation.  “But 
confirmation is the end, isn’t it?”  No!  We must continue to 
study and mature in our faith for the rest of our lives.  There 
is nothing we can do to earn the sacraments;  they are a 
free gift from God’s love.  But we must be open to his 
grace.  So, it is an important task that the parish takes on to 
journey through faith with our newly confirmed, to nurture 
and support them, to be examples to them, and to pray for 
them.
