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From the
Pastor’s Desk

Dear Parishioners,

My trip to the United Kingdom was wonderfull Af-
ter a slow start out of St. Louis (my flight to Houston was
rerouted to Chicago where | took a later flight to London), |
settled in for a very comfortable Atlantic crossing. Upon
arrival | was able to negotiate Heathrow Airport, the train
to Paddington Station, and a taxi to my Air B&B. | was in a
nice Regency style hotel (circa 1820), in a charming neigh-
borhood between the Thames River and Victoria Train Sta-
tion in central London. After settling in and getting cleaned
up | took a walk and found a delightful pub that is older
than our nation! The fish and chips were delicious and the
place was packed with young professionals on the way
home from work who “popped in for a pint”. The next day |
strolled through Piccadilly Circus, Trafalgar Square, and the
area around Big Ben, the Parliament Houses, and Westmin-
ster Abbey. | caught a piano concert in the famous St. Mar-
tin-in-the-Fields Church built by Christopher Wren after the
Great Fire of 1666. That night | had dinner with Janet
Hadley, Jamie’s mother, who had been good friends with
my step-sister Marcia in High School.

Saturday after some more walking around | took a
train for the 40 minute ride to St. Albans City and to the
Cathedral for the ordination. Seated very near the front,
one of the ushers noticed me looking around and invited me
to wander around. | spent some time in prayer at the tomb
of St. Albans, the first English martyr from around 300 AD.
While praying | noticed Jamie but by the time | got to him
he had knelt to pray in the Lady Chapel before a statue of
the Blessed Virgin Mary. He hadn’t seen me and we were
the only two in the chapel, so | quietly sat praying in a pew
a few rows back. When he stood up he turned around and
caught my eye. The most amazing smile spread across his
face and he came to me. Without saying a word we em-
braced. At that moment | knew the trip was worth it. The
ordination was glorious! Afterward we walked to a nearby
church for champagne, appetizers, and music. | shared a
taxi with a seminarian from Rome and then a great visit on
the train back to London.

Early Sunday morning | was packed and ready to
go. | Ubered to the train station and at Harpenden | taxied
to St. Nicholas Church in time for Fr. James Hadley’s first
Mass. A very joyful, prayerful liturgy at which | preached,
sharing family stories. Fr. James is a fantastic liturgist and
has a great singing voice (he told me later that his childhood
memories of me singing the Mass inspired him to do the
same). At the reception in the parish hall Fr. James cut the
cake and | was surprised to see that it was a fruitcake!
Very British! His family and close friends then gathered at
his house for pizza and prosecco (an ltalian champagne). It
was nice to relax on Sunday afternoon after a busy week-
end. Later in the day he was hosting a garden open house.
As the guests began arriving | said good bye and headed
to the train station. It was a grand week end! A smile cross-
es my lips as memories sweep through my mind.

Four hours later my train arrived in Norwich near
the Eastern coast. | had come to spend a few days with Fr.
Alaric Lewis. It was his 25th anniversary we had celebrated
in Rome last year and he was at my 40th recently. The
smaller town and the slower pace was a welcome relief
from the frenetic chaos of London. Norwich is a city dating
back before the Vikings with a number of Medieval church-
es. Fr. Alaric is pastor of one church built in the 11th century
and another built in the 14th century. We spent relaxing
days sitting on his patio overlooking the small river running
through town. We walked and talked. We had High Tea
in an elegant setting. We went to Even Song in the Cathe-
dral where the choir boys have been singing Vespers for
900 years. We prayed Morning Prayer with a group of his
parishioners and then joined them for coffee and tea at a
nearby pastry shop. | even went to a Quaker Prayer Meet-
ing. It was in honor of my great grandmother’s family who
were Quakers in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania two hundred
years ago. The last evening we celebrated Mass at the site
of the cell of Julian of Norwich, foundress of a hermitage in
the late 14th century. What a thrill!

My return flight to St. Louis arrived late evening on
the 4th of July. Seeing the fireworks from above was fan-
tastic. My heart is full of wonderful memories, but it is good
to be home.

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ST. BONAVENTURE
Bishop and Doctor of the Church
Feast Day July 15

Born north of Rome in the year 1217, the one we
know as Bonaventure was baptized Giovanni de Fidanza.
Tradition tells us that he received the name Bonaventure
(bona - "good", venture - "event") when as a child he was
cured of a life threatening illness through the prayers of St.
Francis of Assisi. Bonaventure entered the Franciscan Order
in 1243. His precocious talent was immediately apparent,
and he began to teach publicly in the Franciscan school at
the University of Paris in 1248. Bonaventure's academic ten-
ure was brief, for in 1257 he was elected Minister General
of an increasingly divided Franciscan Order.

Bonaventure, like St. Francis, had a love of nature
and went on to say that it is through created things that God
speaks to us and gives us a glimpse of himself. Bonaventure
writes:

"Just as you see that a ray of light entering through a
stained glass window is colored in different ways according
to the different colors of the various parts, so the divine rays
shine forth in every creature in different ways and in differ-
ent properties.”

"Creatures are shadows, echoes and pictures of that first
most perfect Principle.... They are vestiges, representations,
spectacles proposed to us and signs divinely given so that
we can see God."

Bonaventure's world is a world infused with the
presence of God. Bonaventure's world is also infused with
the presence of Christ, in whom we see most clearly our God
present in the world.

Bonaventure was canonized a saint in 1482 by
Pope Sixtus IV who wrote at that time, "Bonaventure was
great in learning, but no less great in humility and holiness.
His innocence and dove-like simplicity were such that Alex-
ander of Hales, the renown doctor whose disciple Saint Bon-
aventure became, used to say that it seemed as though Ad-
am had never sinned in him." In
1588 Bonaventure was declared a
Doctor of the Universal Church with
title "Doctor Seraphicus" or "Angelic
Teacher". It is supposed that he was
given this title because of his great
depth of insight into spiritual things
which he left as his legacy.

Today St. Bonaventure is
depicted in statues and drawings
with a Cardinal's hat and the bish-
op's crosier (shepherd's staff), and
sometimes a crucifix. He was made
a bishop and cardinal one year
before his death in 1274, though
he is best remembered as a spiritu-
al teacher. He died while he was
assisting at the Second Council of
Lyons, on July 15, 1274.
