Checking In 
with Deacon 
Mark Madden 

February starts the 
“Evaluation Season” 
at the Seminary. 

Deacons are the 
first to be evaluated. 

For those that don’t know, 
evaluations in the Seminary 
consist of reviews by the fac-
ulty as well as peers (both 
within one’s class and outside 
of the class). Deacons are also 
voted by the faculty to be rec-
ommended to the Archbish-
op/Bishop to be ordained. 
Evaluation period can be a 
stressful time. We are typical-
ly given a packet of what our 
peers and professors have 
said about us a week prior to 
the evaluation. This year was 
no different. This gives the 
one being evaluated an op-
portunity to rebut, amend, or 
add anything to the evalua-

tion. We also do a self evalua-
tion based on the four dimen-
sions of formation: Spiritual 
Dimension, Human Dimen-
sion, Intellectual Dimension, 
and Pastoral Dimension. 
These dimensions were first 
established by Pope St. John 
Paul II in the late nineteen-
nineties through the docu-
ment Pastores Dabo Vobis (I 
Will Give You Shepherds). This 
document is reviewed and 
revised by a congregation at 
the Vatican periodically and is 
amended to the Program for 
Priestly Formation. 

At the same time, I am cur-
rently getting everything 
ready for ordination and first 
Mass in May. My ordination 
will be, provided I survive my 
evaluation, May 25, 2019 at 
the Cathedral Basilica start-
ing at 10 AM. Everyone is in-
vited. My first Mass, again as-
suming I survive evaluation, 
will be May 26, 2019 at Im-

maculate 
Heart of Mary 
in South St. 
Louis (4092 
Blow St., St. Louis, 
MO., 63116), at 10 AM. All in 
the parish are invited to that 
as well. Getting ready for an 
ordination is similar to get-
ting ready for a wedding. 
There’s receptions to pre-
pare, invitations to order and 
print, and RSVP’s to count. It 
is starting to get busy, but 
with God’s help, it will be 
completed. You all continue 
to be in my prayers. If you 
want to know more about it, 
catch me a"er Mass. God 
Bless.

Sunday, March 31: Made in the Image & Likeness of God  
St. Augustine realized more than most that "our hearts are restless until they rest in God." 
No creature can fulfill us and we have one another to get each other to heaven. This 
evening's talk is an invitation to reflect on how we see and treat one another, as well as all 
the many gi"s we enjoy in our lives. We are created with great purpose and infinite worth to 
love and to be loved. Fr. Meconi will spend the first night stressing God's love, that first and 
fundamental truth that most of us can parrot back but rarely believe: God is in love with 
each of us thoroughly and absolutely, and the only thing holding us back from that em-
brace is our own unwillingness to be received, to matter to another rightly.

We will more deeply discover how the Incarnation of Jesus is still occurring, every 
time each of us li"s a prayer to "Our Father," every time you and I continue Christ's life in 
the world through our own actions. Why God becomes human is the focus of this evening 
and how that reality can be prolonged in each of us. 
Tuesday, April 2: Be The Body of Christ 
In our final evening we will fittingly turn to the Holy Spirit and how it is He who consecrates 
the Body of Christ, which we are, His living temples on earth. So many of us Catholics are 
sacramentalized, meaning we have gone through the course of catechesis and all the sacra-
ments, but how many of us really understand these sacraments and identify the gi"s the 
Holy Spirit gives to us. By learning how to foster a constant, deep and abiding presence of 
God's Spirit within us we can discover true peace and perfect joy and thus more perfectly 
love those around us with the ultimate goal of bringing our Lord's love, mercy and care to 
all we encounter.
