The Deacon's Discourse

Ignatian rules #9 through #11 pivot from spiritual
desolation into the use of spiritual consolation.

Rule 9: There are three causes of spiritual desolation,
giving God three causes that explain why He permits
the trial by it. The first is lukewarm, lazy faith and
God'’s cause is conversion to Him. The second is the
opportunity for spiritual growth, and God’s cause is
awareness of spiritual growth. The third is a reminder
of spiritual consolation as a gift rather than payment
or credit, and God'’s cause is humility.

Rule 10: After accepting spiritual consolation as a gift
from God, a deeper experience of spiritual
consolation is preparing for spiritual desolation
before it comes again.

Rule 11: In spiritual consolation be as humble as
possible, knowing there is no spiritual
accomplishment without God. In spiritual desolation
be bold and trust in how much can be accomplished
through God. Humility balances naive spiritual highs,
while bold trust balances despairing spiritual lows. In
that balance is the surest hope of steady growth in
accepting good and rejecting evil.

These three rules ask us to consider causes (#9);
accept and prepare (#10); then to balance humility
and boldness. God's Wisdom works within.
