Anointing of the Sick: Available during or after daily liturgy in the
Worship Center. Any parishioner can request the sacrament at any
time by calling Epiphany’s office.

Handicapped Parking Spaces

In the recent past cars have been parked in our handicapped parking lot with no apparent handicapped license plate or a
hang tag. While you may not see signs at every space, the ENTIRE lot is reserved for those parishioners and guest requiring
handicapped parking and easier access to our facility. State law requires that you have this displayed to be eligible to
park in these designated spaces. If you have forgotten this hang tag, make sure it is visible the next time you park in the
handicapped lot or any other handicapped-designated spaces. If you don’t have one, please know that the Anchorage police
may ticket your car and you may receive a warning from the office. Epiphany has many elderly parishioners that have a true

need for these spaces, so please respect this issue.
