His installation as the sixth bishop of Little Rock on March 6, 2000, drew 2,600 Catholics to Robinson Auditorium. The 
new shepherd’s shared focus became fostering religious vocations among the youth — he visited often with seminari-

ans and their families — while ministering to the state’s burgeoning Hispanic population, notably in northwest Arkansas. He took a crash 
course in Spanish at the Mexican American Cultural Center in San Antonio in 2001. Bishop Sartain built on a foundation laid by his pre-
decessor, Bishop McDonald, by continuing to celebrate Masses said on a statewide scale in both English and Spanish and by re-
emphasizing the need for priests and seminarians to learn the second language. In October 2002 the Cathedral of St. Andrew in Little 
Rock launched the $2 million "Our Cathedral; Our Heritage; Our Mother Church of the Diocese" capital campaign to fund its building 
restoration project.

Parte 2 
Su instalación como el sexto obispo de Little Rock el 6 de marzo de 2000, atrajo a 2.600 católicos al Auditorio Robinson. El enfoque 
compartido del nuevo pastor se convirtió en fomentar las vocaciones religiosas entre los jóvenes, visitaba a menudo a los seminaristas y 
sus familias, mientras ministraba a la creciente población hispana del estado, especialmente en el noroeste de Arkansas. Tomó un curso 
intensivo de español en el Centro Cultural México-Americano en San Antonio en 2001. El Obispo Sartain construyó sobre una base esta-
blecida por su predecesor, el Obispo McDonald, al continuar celebrando Misas dichas a escala estatal tanto en inglés como en español y 
al volver a enfatizar la necesidad de que los sacerdotes y seminaristas aprendan el segundo idioma. En octubre de 2002, la Catedral de 
San Andrés en Little Rock lanzó la campaña de $2 millones "Nuestra Catedral; Nuestro Patrimonio; Nuestra Iglesia Madre de la Dióce-
sis" para financiar su proyecto de restauración de edificios.
