Our readings today remind us that, even in our weakest
and toughest moments, God has a plan.

In our Second Reading, St. Paul describes a “thorn” that
had been given to him. He believed this thorn to be the
thing that kept him grounded as he said, “to beat me, to
keep me from being too elated.”

At first, he asked the Lord to remove this cross, but the
Lord replied, “My grace is sufficient for you, for power is
Through this explanation, St.

made perfect in weakness.”
Paul resolved to
believe, “I am con-
tent with weakness-
es, insults, hard-
ships, persecutions
and constraints, for
the sake of Christ;
for when | am weak,
then | am strong.”

We all bear crosses in this life, whether they seem to be
little thorns or sharp daggers. The easiest thing to do, as St.
Paul did, is to pray for the cross to be taken. It would be
great if all of our struggles just magically faded away! But
listen to the Lord’s words, “My grace is sufficient for you,
for power is made perfect in weakness.”

Stop and reflect on your cross. Instead of wishing it to go
away, look at it as an opportunity to grow and to allow God
to work in your life. God permitted this cross in your life for
a reason. Do not let the opportunity for Christ to work on
your heart pass you by.

Today, recall that God loves us more than we could ever
imagine. There is not a moment that goes by that He does
not have us in mind. He has a specific plan for our lives.
Therefore, may we encounter life’s challenges with confi-
dence in Christ.

The Prophecy of You and Me

Prophet. There’s a heaviness to this word. It’s weighted down with
meaning. We think of prophets and we think of Charlton Heston with
wild hair and a booming voice, reaching out his hand to work won-
ders of nature by the grace of God. We think of prophets and we
think of ancient Biblical history — someone far away, someone so
removed from our everyday life. A prophet is someone who knows
something we don’t.

When | let you in on this secret, it might scare you at first: in a way,
God is calling you to be a prophet. He is calling me. He is calling any-
one who hears the truth of the Gospel. However, there is no need for
the megaphone and the wild locusts. This prophet gig might not be
what you’re thinking.

What does a prophet do? He hears and testifies to the truth, even
when it’s uncomfortable, even when it’s unpopular, even when it
results in, as Paul says, “weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions
and constraints.” A prophet doesn’t have to be smart or rich or or-
dained; heck, he doesn’t even have to be particularly willing.

All a prophet has to do is listen to the truth. The truth we receive
from Christ, through the Gospel and the sacraments, is a mighty gift.
But it is a gift that we are not meant to simply keep for ourselves. In
possessing it, we are compelled to also pass it on, to share it, to let
the Spirit set us on our feet. — Tracy Earl Welliver, MTS ©OLPi
