ON CARE FOR OUR COMMON HOME

“It is hard for us to accept that the way natural ecosystems
work is exemplary: plants synthesize nutrients which feed
herbivores; these in turn become food for carnivores, which
produce significant quantities of organic waste, which give
rise to new generations of plants. But our industrial system,
at the end of its cycle of production and consumption, has
not developed the capacity to absorb and reuse waste and
by-products.” Pope Francis, Laudato Si’, 2015

You may recall from prior columns, the Zero Waste Lifestyle
“Five R's”, or 5 Steps to Zero Waste:

1. Refuse - what we do not need

2. Reduce - what we do need and cannot refuse

3. Reuse - what we consume and cannot refuse or reduce
4. Recycle - what we cannot refuse, reduce or reuse

5. Rot - composting

The fifth “R" is rot, or composting. Nature does not have
landfills but, as Pope Francis notes, has an efficient process
to reuse all waste.

While our production and consumption system has not
developed the capacity to reuse waste, we can use nature's
process to reduce our waste by composting.

Compost is organic material that can be added to soil to
help plants grow. Food scraps and yard waste together
currently make up more than 30% of what we throw away,
and could be composted instead. Making compost keeps
these materials out of landfills where they take up space
and release methane, a potent greenhouse gas.

For Columbus residents, the city picks up yard waste and
leaves for composting. In the spring, compost is available for
Bartholomew county residents to pick up.

In addition to this, we can also compost our vegetable
waste and food scraps. Items that can be composted

include: fruits, vegetables, eggshells, coffee grounds and
filters, tea bags, yard trimmings, leaves, houseplants,
sawdust, and wood chips. DO NOT compost dairy products,
grease, fat, oils, meat, bones, and pet waste.

You can compost in your backyard or indoors with a special
bin. Backyard composting can compost
both yard & food waste, but it does require
space and periodic maintenance to turn
the compost and keep it moist. If you do
not have the space outdoors, you can
compost materials indoors using a special
type of bin, which you can buy at a local
hardware store, gardening supplies store, or make yourself.
A properly managed compost bin will not attract pests or
rodents and will not smell bad.

EN CUIDADO DE NUESTRA CASA EN COMUN

“Es dificil para nosotros aceptar que la forma en que funcionan
los ecosistemas naturales es ejemplar: Las plantas sintetizan los
nutrientes que alimentan a los herbivoros; éstos, a su vez, se
convierten en alimentos para los carnivoros, que producen
cantidades significativas de residuos organicos, que dan lugar a
nuevas generaciones de plantas. Pero nuestro sistema
industrial, al final de su ciclo de produccidén y consumo, no ha
desarrollado la capacidad de absorber y reutilizar residuos y
subproductos” Papa Francisco, Laudato Si'. 2015

Puedes recordar de columnas anteriores, el estilo de vida de

residuos cero "Cinco R", 0 5 pasos para residuos cero:

1. Rechazar - lo que no necesitamos

2. Reducir - lo que necesitas y no podemos rechazar

3. Reutilizar - lo que consumimos y no podemos rechazar o
reducir

4. Reciclar - lo que no podemos rechazar, reducir o reutilizar

5. Reincorporar - compostaje

La quinta “R” es reincorporar, o compostaje. La naturaleza no
tiene vertederos, pero, como sefala el Papa Francisco, tiene un
proceso eficiente para reutilizar todos los residuos.

Aungue nuestro sistema de produccién y consumo no ha
desarrollado la capacidad de reutilizar los residuos, podemos
utilizar el proceso de la naturaleza para reducir nuestros
residuos mediante el compostaje.

El abono es un material orgédnico que se puede anhadir al

suelo para ayudar a las plantas a crecer. Los restos de comida y
los residuos de pasto juntos constituyen actualmente mas del
30% de lo que tiramos, y podrian ser compostados. Hacer el
abono mantiene estos materiales fuera de los rellenos
sanitarios donde ocupan espacio y liberan metano, un potente
gas de efecto invernadero.

Para los residentes de Columbus, la ciudad recoge los desechos
del pasto y las hojas para su compostaje. En la primavera, el
fertilizante esta disponible para que los residentes del condado
de Bartholomew lo recojan.

Ademas de esto, también podemos compostar nuestros
residuos vegetales y restos de alimentos. Los articulos que se
pueden compostar incluyen: Frutas, verduras, cascaras de
huevo, café molido y filtros, bolsas de té, hojas, plantas de casa,
aserrin, y astillas de madera. NO Compostar productos lacteos,
grasa, aceites, carne, los huesos, y los desechos del animal
domeéstico.

Pueden compostar en su patio trasero o en el interior con un
recipiente especial. El compostaje del patio trasero se puede
reincorporar en el patio y los desechos de la comida, pero
requiere el espacio y el mantenimiento periddico para dar
vuelta al abono y mantenerlo humedo. Si usted no tiene el
espacio al aire libre, usted puede compostar materiales en el
interior usando un aparato especial, que puedes comprar en
una tienda local de ferreteria, tienda de suministros de
jardineria, o puedes hacerlo tu mismo.. Un cubo de abono
administrado correctamente no atraera a las pestes o roedores
y no olerda mal.
