10 Minutes. How much can you accomplish in 10 
minutes?  Or what takes 10 minutes to accomplish?  
I remember reading somewhere that one of the  
biggest reasons we love sitcoms is because they  
entertain us in 8-10 minutes blocks of !me. Think 
about this: your average sitcom goes like this: 
 

Minute 1-10: Entertainment 
Minute 10-13: Commercials 
Minute 13-24: Entertainment 
Minute 25-26: Commercials 
Minute 26-30: Entertainment
