Pentecost: This Sunday we celebrate the glorious
Solemnity of Pentecost. We can think of today as the
“birthday” of the Church. God sends the gift of the Holy Spirit
upon Mary and the Apostles, and they are sent out on a
mission to proclaim the saving power of God! What a joy that
today is also the day we can come back to Mass together! Let
us continue to pray that the Holy Spirit enliven our hearts to
perfect love of Him and others — so that we can transform the
world according to God’s plan.

On Wednesday, June 3, we celebrate Saint Charles Lwanga
and his companions. Saint Charles Lwanga and 47 other
Christians were martyred for their faith in Uganda between
1885 and 1888. After refusing to reject their faith and chastity
to a tyrant king, many, many Christians were killed by violent
and torturous means. Even as these saints died painful
deaths, one of their executioners later reported, “They prayed
until they died.” These marvelous saints and their courageous
witness teach us to be patient in our own trials of life and to
remain faithful in prayer until death. The celebration of St.
Charles Lwanga and his companions also remind us to pray
for Christians throughout the world who are persecuted and
martyred — an alarmingly high number throughout the world.
May the courage of the martyrs strengthen us in our faith and
teach us to trust God more wholly!

2020 ST. LAWRENCE SCHOLARSHIPS
