FROMTHE SHARED PASTOR’S DESK:

1. This Weekend’s Parable — Offers a practical situation, a
father asking his sons to do something for him; the first says
no, but later changes his mind; the second says yes and never
does. This is our story as, for different reasons, we've all
resisted God’s thoughts or ways to go off and do our own, only
later to change our minds. Life is full of twists and turns and
distractions, which make choices difficult. Sometimes we say
a “yes” to God, but forget to follow-through; at other times we
refuse, thinking God’s ways and thoughts too hard or high, but
then after some reconsideration are drawn in humility to
obedience. These sorts of “conversion experiences” happen
periodically for more of us than not throughout life! Robert
Frost talked about this in his poem entitled “The Road Not
Taken” wherein a traveler faces a simple choice: decide which
of two roads to take to where he wants to go. Weighing the
options, he decides and then, later in life, reviews his choice: ‘I
shall be telling this with a sigh/Somewhere ages and ages
hence;/Two roads diverged in a wood and |-/ | took the one
less traveled by,/And that has made all the difference.” Many
choices, big and small, may or may not seem important to us
at the time. Yet when reviewed, we can say, “And that has
made all the difference.” Like Paul who stopped persecuting
Jesus in His living Body, the Church, converted and preached
in the name and power of Christ ‘round the then known world ;
like Joseph who decides against his first inclinations to take
Mary, his wife, into his home, making a safe place for the
Word made flesh among us. Most of our choices will not seem
quite as dramatic, but then, again?!

2. Beginning Saturday, October 1st — The following
experimental additions/changes will be made to our weekday
Mass and service schedule in our cluster parish communities:
a.) Wednesday Mass @ Resurrection, Allenton will change
from 8AM to 6:30PM: b.) Thursday Mass @ St. Lawrence,
Hartford will change from 8AM to 5:30PM: c.) Saturday
Morning Mass will be added @ St. Peter, Slinger @ 8AM,
with Confessions following; Saturday Confessions will @
change to 9AM @ Resurrection and 10AM @ St.
Lawrence; there will no longer be Confession @ St. Peter
@ 11 AM Saturdays to avoid frequent conflicts with
funerals, weddings, etc. This schedule is experimental
and will remain in force for the next two months as we see how
it works for priests and people; changes courtesy of Catholic
Comeback!

3. “Our nation faces political challenges that demand
urgent moral choices. We are a nation at war, with all of
its human costs; a country often divided by race and
ethnicity; a nation of immigrants struggling with
immigration. We are an affluent society where too many
live in poverty; part of a global community confronting
terrorism & facing urgent threats to our environment; a
culture built on families, where some now question the
value of marriage and family life. We pride ourselves on
supporting human rights, but we fail even to protect the
fundamental right to life, especially for unborn children.
We bishops seek to help Catholics form their consciences
in accordance with the truth, so they can make sound
moral choices in addressing these challenges. We do not
tell Catholics how to vote. The responsibility to make
political choices rests in each person and in his or her
properly formed conscience. ... In light of Catholic
teaching, as bishops, we vigorously repeat our call for a
renewed politics that focuses on moral principles, the
defense of life, the needs of the weak, and the pursuit of
the common good. This kind of political participation
reflects the social teachings of our Church and the best
traditions of our nation.” (USCCB: November, 2007)
