FROM THE SHARED ASSOCIATE PASTOR’S DESK:
A very happy and blessed Easter to you and your families!

Today we celebrate that Jesus has decisively conquered sin
and death through his own Death and Resurrection.

During the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday, the lengthy hymn
called the Exsultet is sung after the Paschal Candle is lit and
brought into the church. It has many beautiful and wonderful
lines. I'll offer two for our consideration on this glorious day of
the Resurrection.

First: Rejoice, let Mother Church also rejoice,
arrayed with the lightning of his glory,
let this holy building shake with joy,
filled with the might voices of the peoples.

This beautiful hymn calls us to rejoice because of the great
things that Jesus Christ has done for us. The theme of joy is
important for us as Christians — especially during the Easter
season. This year, hopefully, your Easter celebration will be
filled with more joy and light than last year. How difficult it was
to sing this hymn last year when things seemed darker and
gloomier! We should come to the Church each Sunday and
help to “shake the building with holy joy”. Part of our life as a
Christian is to help “shake” the world, our communities and our
families from gloominess and sadness, and fill them with
voices of joy, hope, and life.

On the day of your Baptism, you (or your parents/godparents)
were handed a candle lit from the Paschal Candle and the
Priest or Deacon said: Receive the light of Christ. Then he
said that your parents and godparents were supposed to make
sure the light is “kept burning brightly.” This is the same idea
in the line from the Exsultet (above) — that when Jesus comes
to meet us, the “faith of our candles” is still lit and waiting for
Him to come. How do we keep our candles lit and on the
lookout for Jesus? By daily prayer, weekly Mass, and regular
Confession. Then, we will hear His voice and recognize him
calling our name at the end of our lives.

Today is also the Feast Day for one of our parishes — for
Resurrection Church! We thank God for his gift to all of our
parishes and ask for his help in the many years to come!

May God bless you and your family this Easter season! May
your homes be filled with joy!
