the Holy Trinity teaches us that God is a community of three
distinct persons in one Divine nature. Love and community
are an essential part of the life of God. The ancient Greek
philosophers thought that the Heavenly realm was a perfect
place. For example, Aristotle was convinced that the moon
was a perfect sphere, spotless in every way. They longed to

the idea that the Son of God, the second person of the
Blessed Trinity, himself perfect in every way, would enter
our messy world and take flesh. They gradually came to
understand that God so loved the world that he gave us his
only begotten Son.

The Word humbled himself still further to dwell on the
altars of Catholic churches under the appearance of Bread
and Wine. I know that for many of you, the gift of having
Communion with Jesus in the Eucharist is the source and
summit of your Christian life. Sunday worship each week

Christi. Mass will be offered once again at
the usual times and places: Holy Trinity on
Saturday at 4:30 PM, St. Patrick on Sunday at
7:30 AM, St. Anthony at 9:00 AM and Holy Trinity at 11:00
AM. Jesus will be entering into the messiness of our human
existence. Every other pew will be closed and we will be
limiting attendance to 25% of church capacity. Those with
Covid-19 or similar symptoms are asked not to attend out of
Christian charity. The Diocese encourages the use of masks.
You will be asked not to congregate before or after Mass in
church or in the parking lot, and to maintain social distancing
at all times. No one is obligated to receive Communion.
Catholics will continue to be dispensed from the obligation
for Sunday Mass for the foreseeable future and livestream
Masses will also continue to be available at least until the
end of July.

We have endured 12 weekends without being able to come
together at Mass. Know that you are welcomed as a unique
and unrepeatable image of God himself. These restrictions
will make church a little strange at first, but they are meant
out of concern for your safety and for the health and
wellbeing of all. The Word is not afraid of our messiness.
Let us welcome him with open arms and open hearts.
