A Pastor’s Reflection by Fr. Quirk, Ph.D.

Dear Parishioners,

When the Lord was baptized, a
voice came from heaven saying
“This is my beloved Son; with you |
am well pleased.”

Today marks the Baptism of the
Lord - the formal end of the Christmas season. It's a
turning point in the church year.

Now we see Jesus as an adult beginning his public
ministry, baptized by his cousin John, anointed by the
Holy Spirit. Jesus begins his public life in proclaiming
God'’s reign, announcing to all that God is doing
something new.

In reflecting on the pandemic, Pope Francis wrote:

This is a moment to dream big, to rethink our
priorities—what we value, what we want, what we
seek—and to commit to act in our daily life on what
we have dreamed of. God asks us to dare to create
something new. We cannot return to the false
securities of the political and economic systems we
had before the crisis. We need economies that give to
all access to the fruits of creation, to the basic needs
of life: to land, lodging and labor. We need a politics
that can integrate and dialogue with the poor, the
excluded and the vulnerable, that gives people a
say in the decisions that affect their lives. We need
to slow down, take stock and design better ways of
living together on this earth.

At this turning point in the season, let us dream big
and create something new within ourselves. Today,
let us renew the promises of our baptism.
