If you have any 
questions about messages you receive, contact your 
local Center for Independent Living: Access Living, 
Progress Center, AIM-CIL, Lake County CIL, etc; al-
so, SARITA PHADKE in Schaumberg can answer 
your questions.  

• DCYIA: this is an organization which works with 
young deaf people in MEXICO, CENTRAL and 
SOUTH AMERICAS. If you want to learn more about 
DCYIA, Fr.

Message from Margaret Swatek, Religious Education Reporter    21st Sunday in Ordinary Time, Cycle C 
Family Connection 

Families take advantage of certain days throughout the year to celebrate individuals in the family and to make 
sure that they know that they are not taken for granted. As a family, recall the days that someone in the family 
was celebrated in the past year—birthdays, Mother’s Day, Father’s Day, anniversaries, graduations, and so on. 
Next, challenge each individual to recall what gifts were received on the day(s) on which he or she was celebrat-
ed.  
Emphasize that these days are intended to express appreciation in a special way but are not meant to replace 
the appreciation that we should always show. In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus tells a story about some people 
who took something for granted and paid a price. In this story, some people took it for granted that they could 
enter the house whenever they wanted, but the master locked the gate and would not let them in after hours. 
Point out that Jesus was warning his listeners not to assume that they will have eternal life in heaven and not to 
take this invitation for granted. 
As a family, commit to showing appreciation for one another in the days ahead, striving to not take for granted 
any of the many things that family members do in their roles as parents and children.
