Catechism of the Catholic Church

T wo of the seven sacraments instituted by Christ
pertain to healing: the sacrament of Penance
and Reconciliation and the sacrament of Anointing of
the Sick. We now begin our review of one of these
sacraments; that of Penance and Reconciliation.
Though Baptism cleanses us from all sin (original and
actual), the inclination to sin remains part of the human
condition. Baptism does not abolish the weakness and
frailty of our human nature inherited from original sin.
However, the Divine Physician has left for us the
sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation as the means
by which we return to Him seeking healing and
forgiveness for sins committed after Baptism. As
Baptism can only be received once, the sacrament of
Penance and Reconciliation is necessary as it is the only
ordinary means by which we can be absolved of actual
sin committed after Baptism.

The Church gives us five precepts (positive laws) as a
guide for members of the Church to fulfill the minimum
of pious practice expected of all members of the
faithful. One precept of the Church requires that every
member of the faithful, after having reached the age of
discretion, confess all of their grave sins in kind and
number in the sacrament of Penance and
Reconciliation at least once per year. The confession of
venial sins is also recommended as a way to help
combat sinful tendencies.

In the coming weeks, we will review more closely the
sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation.

Proud Obstacles to the Knowledge of God

Liberalism prides itself on the notion that it speaks
truth to power. Awesome phrase, don’t you think?
Luke Skywalker standing up to the evil empire and all
the bad guys.

But in order for truth — let’s agree to call it that for the
moment — to say anything corrective to power, at least
two things must square up: First, the truth in question
must actually be true. And second, the power that it
addresses must be corrupted and unjust, and not
rightful authority exercising its appropriate role.

In a sane world, a woman insisting that she has a right
to murder her child is not speaking truth to anyone but
rather is repeating a lie borne of Satan — and any power
that would support her in her infanticide is profoundly
corrupted. Therefore, opposing abortion is indeed
speaking truth to power, which is why the left has
circled the wagons and are trying to pick off Judge Amy
Coney Barrett. There we see a shaken power taking pot
shots at simple, humble truth from behind charts, rabbit
trails, rhetoric, and sheer imbecility.

The wagons are circled, but to protect what? St. Paul
says:

For though we live in the world we are not carrying
on a worldly war, for the weapons of our warfare
are not worldly but have divine power to destroy
strongholds. We destroy arguments and every
proud obstacle to the knowledge of God, and take
every thought captive to obey Christ...(Corinthians 3
-5).

Protecting strongholds, every “proud obstacle to the
knowledge of God.” That is a phrase worth letting sink
in, and why speaking truth to power is a dangerous
business, one that does not earn you a lot of friends or a
plate at the head of the secular table.

Indeed, Truth itself was executed by state power at the
insistence of a powerful religious elite who had
perverted truth to suit their own ends, an elite too
similar to our own who delight in clever new theologies
that relieve the pressure on us to join Christ on the
cross.

Imagine, then, how disagreeable it would be for the
elites to discover the truth delivering itself from the
mouth of one who has the mannerisms of a petty
dictator, one who is brash, a crude philistine, a self-
promoter, prone to over using hyperbole, a bit of a
braggart.

But we have become too expert at judging each other,
too able to convince ourselves that we can see into
another man’s heart by the way he appears, the tilt of
his head, the language he uses. Only God sees our
hearts, and for myself, I hope that when I die I am not
judged by human measures — it will be hard enough to
be judged by an All-perfect, All-loving Mind.
