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A NOTE FROM OUR PASTOR 

MY DEAR FAMILY OF FAITH, 
 
Recently, a parishioner asked how the parish handles the 
negative offertory balance that is illustrated in the bulletin each 
week. The answer to this question is that the numbers posted 
are based on taking our annual budget, dividing it by 52 (weeks) 
to project the amount that should be received each week. We 
restart this cycle at the beginning of each fiscal year on July 1, 

when summer offertories are low for the first couple months. This makes 
it look like the parish is financially behind, but usually by Christmas the 
numbers catch up to where the actual offertory equals or exceeds the 
goal. Sometimes the parish receives special, unexpected donations. For 
example, last year the parish received a stock donation of about $10,000 
and some parishioners donated their stimulus funds - such generosity!  
To help keep you informed of these types of financial blessings, the 
bulletin will begin to include an expanded financial section highlighting 
anything noteworthy from Bernie Heit, our parish finance manager. As 
always, thank you kindly for your continued financial support of IHM; your 
gifts are much appreciated and I am very grateful for your generosity.
