Santo de la Semana 
Santos Cirilo y Metodio 
14 de Febrero 
Estos hermanos 
por nacimiento se 
convirtieron en 
hermanos en 
misión. Cirilo y 
Metodio nacieron 
de un diplomático 
griego en el siglo 
XIX. Los dos 
hermanos sirvieron en puestos 
gubernamentales locales antes de 
retirarse cada uno a un monasterio. Sus 
vidas cambiaron cuando los líderes 
políticos de Europa del Este (lo que hoy 

es Ucrania) solicitaron sacerdotes que 
hablaran las lenguas nativas eslavas. 
Cirilo y Metodio habían demostrado ser 
administradores capaces y hombres 
santos, por lo que fueron enviados 
como misioneros. Primero, Cyril inventó 
el alfabeto. ¡Esto se convirtió en la base 
de lo que hoy se usa y todavía se llama 
alfabeto cirílico! Luego, los hermanos 
tradujeron los Evangelios, los Salmos y 
otros libros litúrgicos al idioma nativo 
del pueblo. Su trabajo se extendió por 
toda Europa del Este. ¡Dios en verdad 
levanta santos para sus tiempos!
