Our Outreach Intentions for May and June Outreach will 
be Racine’s Baby Closet 
 
The St. Vincent de Paul baby closet is an initiative of the 
Mother Teresa, St.  Vincent de Paul Conference which 
included Sacred Heart, St. Rita, St. Joseph and St. John 
parishes in Racine.  Its purpose is to provide basic baby care 
items to women and families in emergency or crisis 
situations.  All items are distributed through home visits.  It is 
at the discretion of the home visitors (i.e. counselor, social 
worker, baby closet contact personnel) that items are given 
out.

Pastoral Passage by Heather      
Warner, Pastoral Assistant 

For the past couple of weeks, I have 
been addressing the nature of God at 
Pentecost and in the Trinity… 
 
Here's what seems to happen  
when people allow this divine Spirit 
to energize them.  Love, joy, peace, 
long-suffering, kindness, goodness, 
faith, meekness and self-control.  We 
call that the "fruits of the Holy Spirit." 
It's a description of the qualities of 
Jesus.  That's who we are and whom we 
are to become.  The celebration of 
Pentecost moves very naturally into the 
following Sunday's celebration of the 
Holy Trinity, the unique way that 
Christians describe our experience of 
God.  We see the life of the Trinity as 
descriptive of the whole of reality: 
God's pouring out of the divine life in 
self-emptying love we call the Father. 
 
God's complete and open receiving and 
responding to that love we call the Son. 
The very awareness of that flow of love 
between one and the other, which 
values it with infinite worth and bliss 
we call the Spirit.  Yet all is one 
complete love.  That's a way of thinking 
of God.  
 
That same dynamic is present in our 
lives, breathing us into being.  For 
instance, I experience the Trinity and 
the Spirit in my relationship with my 
husband.  There is a love that I have 
and give to him, and a love that he 
receives and responds to by returning 
love to me.  But more than that, after 
years of marriage, there is something 
that exists between us, a reality, a Spirit 
of love that sees our relationship and 
values it profoundly with humility and 
joy.  Love given, received, and valued. 
Yet it is all one love.  That's breathing 
the Spirit of God.
