Milwaukee County
recently informed us of their intention
to cut between $50,000 - $170,000 from
our 2021 budget and keep the centers
closed through March 2021. Please
reach out to the County Executive or
your County Supervisor and express
the importance of our centers to
ensure older adults in Milwaukee
County are thriving and have access to
resources. Ask them to maintain
current funding levels for 2021 and
reopen, with safety protocols in place,
the centers in 2020. Cuts to senior
center funding would mean reduced
access to health and wellness resources,
and so much more.
