Our readings this weekend speak to us about the virtue of 
hospitality. This is clear in the first reading and the Gospel. 
Abraham hosts three visitors, but the story is introduced by 
“The Lord appeared to Abraham”. This is an appearance of 
what Christ will definitively reveal, that God is the Holy Trin-
ity. Abraham even addresses the visitors in the singular, 
saying “Sir”. The one God is a Trinity of Persons; the Mys-
tery’s life is love, as St. John teaches us in his first letter. In 
the Gospel, Martha and Mary host Jesus and the Apostles. 
These two events show us the distinctively Christian nature 
of hospitality, that while welcoming our guests, in opening 
not only our homes but also our lives to another, there is 
something more going on, Someone more present. St. Paul 
makes this clear to us in our second reading. In addressing 
the community in Colossae, he says, “It is Christ in you”. 
Christ has made hospitality an opportunity to encounter a 
life beyond our plans and our imaginations: His own self 
present in those we host. 

As a parish family, we too are called as a community to this 
virtue. For the person coming into our beautiful church or 
asking us why we live the way we do, the virtue of hospitali-
ty is how we open ourselves to something more in those 
situations. We do a great job of greeting each other with a 
smile here and I myself have felt so welcomed by you. Let’s 
be sure that we are doing the same to all we encounter. 
How we welcome those who disagree with us or question 
something of our life leaves an impression on what follow-
ing Christ means. May the Lord bless us with growth in the 
virtue of hospitality, that all may feel welcome in our pres-
ence. The dynamic of the Christian life and our communion 
means everyone is a friend, with a destiny like ours. Our 
hospitality this summer may be the beginning of someone’s 
encounter with the beauty of Christ!
