Dear friends, 

With great joy and honor I celebrate my first weekend with the community 

of Saint Francis of Assisi. I am grateful to God and to Cardinal Cupich for 

entrusting me with such a wonderful parish to guide, teach and sanctify. As 

your new pastor I promise to do all that I can to shepherd our community, 

to pray with you and for you. I am aware of the many challenges awaiting 

our Catholic Church, but I firmly believe that nothing is impossible with 

God. With many good people willing to work hard together in a spirit of 

charity, patience and mutual respect I am confident that we can accom-

plish great things. 

 

Allow me to say a little bit about myself. I was born on July 7, 1979 in 

southern Poland. In 1998 I began my studies at Archdiocesan Theological 

Seminary  in Kraków, before transferring to the Archdiocese of Chicago in 

2001 to continue my studies at University of Saint Mary of the Lake/

Mundelein Seminary. After my ordination to the priesthood in 2005, I 

served as associate pastor of Saint Mary of the Annunciation Parish in 

Mundelein for five years. I then served as pastor of Our Lady of Victory 

Parish in Chicago from 2010 to 2017 and as pastor of Immaculate Concep-

tion Parish on Talcott from 2017 to 2020. For the following five years I 

served as administrative secretary to Cardinal Blase Cupich at Quigley 

Pastoral Center. On December 20, 2024, I was appointed Auxiliary Bishop 

of Chicago and I was ordained at the Holy Name Cathedral on February 

26, 2025. Since March 1, 2025, I have served as the Episcopal Vicar for 

the Vicariate V of the Archdiocese of Chicago. 

These are challenging times in our society today, but all the more reason 

why we as Catholics have to make a difference in our world. We believe 

that Jesus is our hope and that his Gospel is truth and life. As a parish 

community then we have to be strong in faith and work together to carry on 

the mission of Jesus in our families, in our neighborhoods, and in our 

world. We need to remain hopeful and not be afraid of the future. Let eve-

ryone know that we are proud to be Catholic. I look forward to getting to 

know each other and sharing the mission of Jesus with you. Let us pray for 

one another so that our vision for the future and the work which we will do 

together may be guided by the Holy Spirit and give praise and glory to 

God.
