Currently, 14% of our collections are allocated to 
fund essential ministries that reflect our mission and identity as a parish. While operational expenses remain 
necessary to sustain our daily functions, we are steadfast in our commitment to expand support for these 
ministries. 
 
Our parish school also continues to make remarkable progress toward financial independence. With 
increasing enrollment and rigorous expense management, the school has substantially reduced its reliance on 
parish support, reflecting a strong trend toward self-sufficiency. The goal remains for the school to fully cover 
its operational needs through tuition, fundraising, and donations—a milestone we are on track to achieve. 
 
As Mass attendance continues to grow, we have observed a plateau and, in some instances, a decline in 
collections, which may be a result of current economic challenges affecting many parishioners. In light of this, 
we respectfully invite new parishioners to consider registering with our parish and encourage all to consider 
increased contributions or enrollment in electronic giving to help meet the ongoing needs of our parish 
community. 
 
With a renewed focus on cash flow management, we look forward to enhancing our financial resilience in the 
coming year. By working together, we can continue to foster both the spiritual and financial health of our 
parish, ensuring that we remain a vibrant and faith-filled community committed to our mission and the 
Gospel. Thank you for your continued dedication and support.

Kończący się już powoli rok liturgiczny i nauka Ewangelii o sądzie ostatecznym wprowadza nas w nastrój powagi 
oraz refleksji nad rzeczami ostatecznymi W Świętych Księgach nazywa się rzeczami ostatecznymi rzeczywistość, 
z którą zetknie się człowiek pod koniec swego życia - śmierć, sąd, wieczne przeznaczenie: niebo albo piekło. 
Kościół przypomina je w sposób szczególny w miesiącu listopadzie. Dzisiejsza niedziela niech będzie niedzielą 
refleksji nad naszą przyszłością, której nie wolno nam zmarnować! Co nas czeka? Co nas nie ominie? 
 

Śmierć… przyjdzie i na nas. Katechizm Kościoła Katolickiego naucza, że śmierć kończy życie człowieka jako 
czas otwarty na przyjęcie lub odrzucenie łaski Bożej ukazanej w Chrystusie. Czy modlimy się o dar dobrej 
śmierci, abyśmy odeszli z tego świata w łasce bożej? 
 

Sąd szczegółowy… to ukazanie prawdy o człowieku. Sąd szczegółowy będzie polegał na ujrzeniu w momencie 
śmierci faktycznej wartości swego życia. Staniemy w świetle Bożej prawdy o sobie. Niczego nie będziemy już 
mogli ukryć czy zmienić. Każdy człowiek w swojej nieśmiertelnej duszy otrzymuje zaraz po śmierci wieczną 
zapłatę na sądzie szczegółowym, który polega na odniesieniu jego życia do Chrystusa i albo dokonuje się przez 
oczyszczenie, albo otwiera bezpośrednio wejście do szczęścia nieba, albo stanowi bezpośrednio potępienie na 
wieki. 
 

Niebo… istotą nieba jest osobiste, niezwykle bliskie spotkanie i przebywanie z Bogiem. Ale do tego spotkania 
trzeba być odpowiednio przygotowanym. Trzeba być świętym i nad tą świętością już tutaj, teraz, za ziemskiego 
życia, trzeba nam pracować. Niebo jest celem ostatecznym i spełnieniem najgłębszych dążeń człowieka. Po sądzie 
ostatecznym, ci, którzy umierają w łasce i przyjaźni z Bogiem oraz są doskonale oczyszczeni, idą do nieba, żyją w 
Bogu. Radują się Jego szczęściem, Jego dobrem, prawdą i pięknem. 
 

Czyściec… ci, którzy umierają w łasce i przyjaźni z Bogiem, ale nie są jeszcze całkowicie oczyszczeni, 
przechodzą po śmierci oczyszczenie, aby uzyskać świętość konieczną do wejścia do radości nieba. To końcowe 
oczyszczenie wybranych, które jest czymś całkowicie innym niż kara potępionych, Kościół nazywa czyśćcem.  
 

Piekło…to dzieło szatana i tych, którzy odrzucili Boga i Jego miłość, to stan ostatecznego samowykluczenia z 
jedności z Bogiem i świętymi, to pozostać z wolnego wyboru na zawsze oddzielonym od naszego Stworzyciela i 
naszego celu. Piekło to umrzeć w grzechu śmiertelnym, nie żałując za niego i nie przyjmując miłosiernej miłości 
Boga. Dusze tych, którzy umierają w stanie grzechu śmiertelnego, bezpośrednio po śmierci idą do piekła, gdzie 
cierpią męki i ogień wieczny. Jezus często mówi o gehennie ognia nieugaszonego, przeznaczonej dla tych, którzy 
do końca swego życia odrzucają wiarę i nawrócenie. 
 

Sąd ostateczny… to podsumowanie dziejów ludzkości, to ostateczny, końcowy bilans dobra i zła. Sąd Ostateczny 
poprzedzi ciała zmartwychwstanie. Sąd Ostateczny nastąpi podczas chwalebnego powrotu Chrystusa. Przez swego 
Syna, Bóg Ojciec wypowie wówczas swoje ostateczne słowo o całej historii, poznamy ostateczne znaczenie dzieła 
stworzenia i ekonomii zbawienia. Sąd Ostateczny objawi, że sprawiedliwość Boga triumfuje nad wszystkimi 
niesprawiedliwościami popełnionymi przez stworzenia i że Jego miłość jest silniejsza od śmierci. Prawda o Sądzie 
Ostatecznym wzywa nas do nawrócenia, podczas gdy Bóg daje jeszcze ludziom do tego czas. Ufajmy, że Chrystus 
pokieruje nim w taki sposób, aby nas zbawić.
