To help rediscover and personally encounter Jesus in the Eucharist, IC will begin
hosting a monthly Holy Hour of Eucharistic Adoration. For those who may be new to
this form of prayer, Eucharistic Adoration is the worship of the Eucharist outside of
Mass. The Consecrated Host is displayed on the altar in a golden vessel called a
monstrance so that all can see and pray in the presence of Jesus. Adoration flows from
our reception of Holy Communion at Mass. At Mass, we receive Jesus” Body, Blood,
Soul, and Divinity in the Eucharist. In adoration, we spend time with our Lord and
deepen our friendship with him.

Our first Holy Hour will be this Thursday, September 14 starting at 6:00 PM in the
Church. The Holy Hour will include silent adoration, praise and worship music, and
the opportunity to go to confession. Adoration is a time to talk with the Lord
tface-to-face, to share your gratitude, problems, hopes and fears, and to let Him
answer you. His answer may be experienced in a quiet inspiration of the heart, orin a
reading or song that gives you inner peace. There are many ways to pray in the
presence of the Eucharist: personal conversation with the Lord, praying the rosary,
praying with scripture, reading devotional materials, or just sitting in the presence of
God and listening. Adoration is less about doing and more about receiving. The
beautiful part about Eucharistic Adoration is that you can stay for however long you
would like. Think of it like an “open gym” or “office hours.” Feel free to stay for the
entire hour, or feel free to simply stop by on your way home from work or sports
practice. Any time spent with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament is time well-spent. Join
us and rediscover your relationship with the Lord and encounter His real presence in
the Eucharist. Jesus is waiting for you. “Come and see” (John 1:39).
