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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK: 

I will be on vacation from January 9-20, and next weekend, January 15-16, 

Father Bob Hazel will be visiting our parish to preside at the weekend Masses 

and speak on behalf of Cross Catholic Outreach which partners with bishops, 

priests, religious and church workers to provide food, water, housing, education, 

orphan support, medical care, disaster relief and the love of Jesus Christ to the 

poorest of the poor in over 30 countries around the world. Father Hazel was 

ordained in 1966 as a priest of the Archdiocese of St. Paul and Minneapolis. 

Before his retirement in 2006, his ministry included parish work, chaplaincy at the 

University of Minnesota, and extended foreign mission service in India and 

Venezuela. He also works with Retrouvaille, a ministry dedicated to helping 

troubled marriages and for those who are hurting and in need of counseling.  

  

Why was Jesus baptized? This weekend we celebrate the Feast of the Baptism 

of the Lord. Some might ask, “Why was Jesus baptized?” The Catechism of the 

Catholic Church states: “Jesus’ gesture (of submitting to baptism) is a 

manifestation of self-emptying. The Spirit who had hovered over the waters of the 

first creation descended then on the Christ as a prelude to the new creation, and 

the Father revealed Jesus as his beloved Son” (no. 1224). Thus, Jesus’ baptism is a 

manifestation of who he is, the suffering servant who emptied himself to save 

us. In his book, Jesus of Nazareth, Pope Emeritus Benedict XVI offers another 

facet of the baptism of the Lord. “The retired Pope Benedict sees Jesus’ baptism 

as an expression of His fundamental submission to the will of the Father and His 

complete identification with sinners… Jesus is already embracing the enormous 

weight of humanity’s sinfulness, just as He will do again in a definitive and final 

way on the cross - labeled then as a criminal and blasphemer. The mysterious 

events at the Jordan River already foreshadow the saving acts of Christ’s death 

and resurrection.”  (simplycatholic.com/what-is-the-meaning-of-jesus-baptism/).
