The Holy Spirit is the third person of the Holy Trinity, and it is because this Spir-
it of God is now in the Church, that the Church is alive. It is because of the Holy Spirit that the Apos-
tles and all disciples to the present day are able to declare that Jesus Christ is Lord. It is the Holy
Spirit that moves Catholics to love God and love their neighbor. It is the Holy Spirit that gives the
Saints their grace and mercy to sinners.

Next weekend is the birthday of the Church. Let us thank the Lord for the great gift of the third per-
son of the Holy Trinity and the life of the Church that leads us to heaven.
