DISASTER AID – IOWA, BEIRUT AND 

HURRICANE LAURA 

 

The derecho storm that struck eastern Iowa on August 10 has left 

thousands without power for days or more than a week. Many are 

in temporary shelters and food pantries are assisting those in 

need. In Cedar Rapids alone, five food pantries have been set up. 

 

United Way of East Central Iowa (UWECI) is collaborating with 

our community partners to meet the emerging needs of those 

most impacted. UWECI’s Disaster Recovery Fund will be used to 

address food needs, medicine replacements and sheltering ser-

vices.

Jesuit Refugee Service (JRS) MENA has begun the process of 

recovery from the massive explosion in Beirut on August 4. At least 

135 people were killed and over 5,000 were injured by this explo-

sion, which was felt as far away as Cyprus. This explosion hap-

pened during a time of significant social and economic turmoil in 

Lebanon, as well as the COVID-19 pandemic, complicating recov-

ery efforts.  

 

JRS has expanded the basic needs distribution that they had been 

doing for COVID-19 relief. Those basic needs—food, hygiene, hous-

ing—will be even more important now. Consider a donation to JRS 

so they may respond to the needs of refugees served in Beirut:
