Spring has arrived officially on the calendar with the hope of warmer weather on the 

way. As we watch the grass now grow and the trees start to bloom remember all of the 
gifts God has given us to also grow as a parish. Let us take time to give Him thanks for this 
parish community. 
Loan Balance 
The balance on our mortgage is currently at 2,937,084.00. We continue to struggle to meet 
our monthly payment of $ 30,063.99 along with our other monthly financial obligations. 
To continue to give back to each parishioner what we as church should be doing, we need the support from each 
registered family to in turn support this parish.  
Operations/ Budget 
The Finance Council is still in the process of balancing the operating budget for 2019/2020 fiscal year. This has 
been a long process with a lot of work from the Finance Council and they are doing a good job on trying to com-
plete the budget. They will be meeting this week to hopefully finalize the budget then present it to the Parish Coun-
cil.  

Many are aware that we had ice damage to our facility this past winter. We will be replacing gutters, down spouts 
and heat tape on the North side of Shamrock Hall along with the repair or replacement of one of the AC units. The 
good side, if there is one, is that our insurance will be covering these expenses less our deductible of $ 1,000.00.  

As Spring and Summer approach and families start to migrate to their cabins, lake homes along with vacations, 
remember that St. Patrick’s still has on going expenses. While we enjoy the beauty that God has created we still 
need to keep the lights on, the AC running along with daily operating expenses here during this period. If you know 
you are going to be away you can continue to support St. Patrick’s by putting your contribution in the mail or drop-
ping it in the office during the week. Another way is to sign up for EFT (electronic fund transfer). This will help 
with continuing to meet our financial obligations monthly.
