Dear Fellow Parishioners:

Summer greetings! I hope everyone is taking time to enjoy this beautiful season.
An elderly priest once told me that the heat and humidity are God’s way to slow
us down to reflect on and celebrate the important gifts/responsibilities in our lives.

This is also a time when we begin to look forward to the coming program year. If
you have been following the work of our parish leaders this past year then you are
waiting with great anticipation to see the fruits of all their hard work. Yes, the Par-
ish Pastoral Council, the Finance Council, the staff and the trustees have been pre-
paring to announce a new administrative model. Well, as you may know, even the
best of intentions can be delayed by God’s intervention, or in this instance our
archbishop --- ©

Earlier this summer Archbishop Hebda made the following announcement: “...our
archdiocese will be embarking on a synod, our first since 1939. A synod is a for-
mal representative assembly designed to help a bishop in his shepherding of the
local Church. It is my hope that the process...involving every parish in our archdiocese, will help us over the next
two years to draw on the gifts that have been bestowed in such abundance on the faithful of this archdiocese to
discern and establish clear pastoral priorities in a way that will both promote greater unity and lead us to a more
vigorous proclamation of Jesus’ good news.”

The first step is for our parish to put together an “Ambassador Team” (AT) to represent us for the synod. The
team should reflect the age and cultural diversity of our parish, and be balanced in men and women. Team mem-
ber attributes should include a joyful and active faith life. Approximately twelve people are needed. For example,
the makeup could include:

1) Pastor,

2) Staff person,

3) High School student (needs to have received Sacrament of Confirmation),
4) Young adult or single person,

5) Young couple (with young children),

6) Couple (with school age children),

7) Empty nester couple (or single),

8) Retired couple (or single)/ grandparent.

These past weeks our parish leaders have been working hard to identify who could possibly serve on our AT. In
fact, some of you may have already been contacted. I hope all will be open to the invitation. If you have not yet
been contacted, and have some interest in serving as a member, please feel welcome to contact any parish leader
for more information and/or to offer your name. The deadline to submit the names of our AT is September 3", 1
encourage everyone to open his or her hearts and consider the Archbishop’s invitation.

More information will be coming in the near future. I do believe the time commitment is reasonable. I also believe
the rewards will be great. The Archbishop is asking for our input. How will we respond?

P.S., while we do need to put the Archbishop’s needs ahead of our own parish needs, do not think that we will for-
get all our parish plans. After we get our AT organized, then we can address our local concerns. Watch for a No-
vember announcement. Most likely we will be hoping to hold some all-parish meetings this January.
