In brief, the three levels are “Humility and the Real Presence” (we receive from Him the 

grace to be truly humble), “Self�Surrender and the Mass” (we receive from Him the grace to truly surrender to 

His will), and “Self�Less Love and Holy Communion” (we receive from Him spiritual nourishment, and thus 

the grace to share in His self�less love).

St. Michael’s Cemetery Summer Update�

�

Perhaps you’ve noticed the new fence which has 

been installed at St. Michael’s Cemetery in Bay-

port.  This classic black wrought iron fence has  

replaced the chain link fencing which has bordered 

the cemetery for many years.�

�

The chain link fence, however, did not go to waste. 

It was saved, and will eventually be placed along 

the back or westerly side of the cemetery, where it 

will mark the property line between St. Michael’s 

Cemetery and the Minnesota Department of Cor-

rections (prison) property.�

�

Work is also continuing on the cemetery expansion 

area, directly south of the existing cemetery.  Plans 

are being considered which will enable us to create 

an area with two columbaria, containing niches for 

cremation urns, as well as plots for in�ground urn 

interment, and plots for traditional graves.�

�

A portion of this work would be funded by a very 

generous $150,000 donation from the Huelsmann 

Foundation.  More work remains to be done, so 

watch for future updates in upcoming bulletins.�
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
